It is a special manifestation
of the central and most enduring of
all the graces—Love. There are two
words very closely related and con-
stantly coupled in New Testament
language, rhiladelphia and Philoxen-
ia—Love of ‘the Brethren and Love of
Strangers. The Roman Christians, in
the same sentence, were urged to be
found ‘‘communicating to the necess-
ities of the saints,and to bLe wiven to
hospitality.”” And Peter urges: ‘‘Have
fervent love among yourselves, exer-
cising hospitality.”” An essential
qualification for pastor and for wid-
OW - pensioners was this grace of hos-
pitality,

And all this was but a re-emphasis
of the repeated injunction of the Old
Testament: ‘“‘The straiger that so-
Journeth * * * ghall be unto you
as the home born among you, for ye
were strangers in Egypt.”

There was special need of Christiap
hiospitality in the early days of the
Church, For then the travelling disci-
ple of Christ was often in danger of
his life if it were known thuat he was
a Christian, and he was always sub-
jeet to  circumstances  fraught with
diseomfort-nnd—danger, uniess a Hro-
ther’s home were opened to him.

So we establish cur
Young Men's = and Young Women’s
Christian Associations, our Travelers
Aid agent and our missionaries at
ports of entry to represent us, - and |
hospitality, as a personal grace, is in
a fair way to hecome a mere memory
of the past.

But 1t 1s at our peril that we think
we can delegate the spirit of hospital-

who said there was one gospel he had
come to believe in with all his heart—
the gospel of the extra dinner plate—
is a true modern exponent - of this
Christian grace. This man never lets
a Sunday pass without bringing home
at least one stranger to share the fel-

lowship of his home. We are reminded’

of the old Arab whose servants
found the body of a traveler who had
perished on the caravan route a few
miles from his tent. The Arab felt
that he had failed in his duty, so ever
after on that caravan trail there stood
a booth, a bottle of water and 'a basket
of fruit, lest ever again a dead travel-
er should be laid upon his conscience.

I wonder if we have ever thought of
the limitless possibilities our homes
offer for just the service that in our
hearts we would like to. render but
think we cannot do for lack of oppor-
tunity. We have cur comfortable
Christian homes, and hundreds of
thousands of young men and women
are living in cheerless lodgings and
eating boradinghouse food, and, per-
baps, only half consciously, longing
for a taste of home, yet ready to re-
spond with utmost gratitude to an in-
vitation to spend an hour or two ina
real home. There is a broad and easy
path from the hall bedroomn to the
garish music hall, the glittering saloon
or gaming room, and, perhaps, to the
house of shame. Would to God every
lonely young man and woman in this
great city might find as easy a way
once a week into a Christian home,
There are homes enough, if the dis-
postion to make the road were only
in our hearts.
