ZUTEL'S REPORT

PPOF.

The Cheese Makers who were in
Attendance During the Session
of the School

The School opened on February
16th. and centinued till February 28, a
period of two weeks. In- all forty-one
makers were in attendance, of a list
whom is appended.- - :

Owing to the pﬂmlt.ive equipment of
the School, and the shortness of the term,
the instruction was mot as- thorough as

that we accomplisbed all that was expect
ed, and succeeded ‘in imparting .much
useful knowledge. The amount of -milk
rceived was sufficient for the. demon-
strations, and varjed in - guantity from
490 1bs to 1500 lbs'perday.

Whilst the quality-of some of the milk.
was not of the highest standard, still, it
served a usefal purpsse by illustrating
some of the difficulties the makers have
to contend with, and thereby we were
able to demonstrate some of the prineiples
of cheese making much more effectively.

The wakers, I believe, appreciate - ‘the
establishinent of this' means of “higher
education” in their midst, and manifested
a keen interest in the demonstrations car-
ried on from day to day, and I am suré
they have been able to carry away some
useful knowledge, which will be of as-
sistance to them in the future, Lectures
were given each day on subjects: relating |
to the bacterial influences of milk the care
and management of the factory, the best |"
methods for the manufacture of “fancy”
cheese, and other matters of vital inverest
to the makers.
