At 9.40 as the schooners stol
for the inner automatic buoy, the
Boston 'schooner Mayflower, barr-
ed from the contest by the trust -
ees of the international trophy af-
ter she had heen selected as the
Amerlcan defender, was sighted
off the bhuoy under four lowers.

Bluenose 9.46.00.

‘The hub flyer was easily recog -
nized by her rakish bow and square
sterp. She was without topmasts
but in the 12 knots breeze scooted
through the water and easily circ-
led around a Gloucester schooner
that was accompanying her. She
seemed to be caryying all the sail
she could lug and was making dirt-
fer weather under lower sails than
the bonafide fishermen with all
their kites aloft.
