Early this ycar it was
stated there was only 800 1tus
farms in operation in the U. 5. A,
Probably by this fall that numuc:
will be considerably reduced, It
must be remembered, however. that
the two largest fox breeding cor-
cerns in the world are located in
the United States—Fromm Bros.,
that had a production of 40,090
foxes in 1946, and Neiman
Stephenson, that nad a production
of almost as many that year
Neiman's this year are said
have killed 5,000 adult femaics
that were in pup and also quice a
number of pups. Their product:o:.
this year will probably not reach
more than 20 to 25 thousana.
What Fromm's have done has nou
been released to the public, but no
doubt they would not want to con-
tinue losing money any more tlon
Neiman's, Fromm’s are helped
out by the fact that they wili po-
duce 40,000 mink pelts in 1948 and
these will have to carry the 'oas
for the fox farms.

During the International
Conference here we had a long
talk with Ronald Stephenson,
manager of Neiman's fur farms
and he was quite ready to ta'k
frankly on the problems of the
fux farmer. He did not claim that
the largest fox ranchers always
produced the best pelts, in fact n~
stated there were many smaller
ranchers whose breeding methods
and close attention to every dctail
in connection with the raising of
silver foxes- produced very nigh
quality foxes. That has always
been true in our Province tou.
There are men we could name
whose breeding operations never
exceeded the production of mure
than 200 pelts, yet year after yeéa®
they have been in the front rank
av fox shows and pelt shows.
