Beyond all comparison with any nation
of past ages or with any of the present
day, Britain has done most to extend the
light of Christianity, and the blessings of
civilization, liberty and justice around
the world. Under no other flag than hers
are there so many agencies that provnde
food for the hungry, water for the thirsty,
kindly ministry to the sick, or just and
humane treatment to the - prisoners of so
many races, kindreds and tongues. In no
land is individual liberty sofull and at the
same time so secure against both the
tyranny of power and the violence of the
mob. In no other like area upon earth
are the laws so uniformly just or the
courts so pure and so impartial as within
the ‘British Empire.
