In Important Discuss

Some Progressives

Thg following discussion on the

protection of farmers took place ‘in
the 'House of Commons when the
estimates of the Depantment of
Agriculture were submitted::
Mr. BRETHEN: (P) There is a
feature of the live stock question
particularly as regards poultry, that
I should like to draw to the atten-
ticoy of the minister, and that is
‘the importation of ‘baby chicks from
the United States due, 1 believe, to
a recent ruling of the Post Office
Department by which 'these birds
can come in by parcel post: The
columns of every Canadian agricul-
tural paper were flooded during the
past season with adventisments
from -large American poultry hat-
cheries, with the result that hund-
reds of thousands .of baby chciks
wene brought into Canada. 1 be-
lieve these birds have been brought
in to the detriment of the Canadian
poultry industry. At ithe experi-
mental farm we have a record of
performance in order to maise the
standard of the production of the
Canadian hen. I believe that work
is carricd on at great expense and
for @ worthy purpose. The Ontario
government 'is doing work along
gimilar lines, and I believe they
have accomplished very beneficial
results in ralsing the standard of
production. Under the «¢ircumst-
ances why should all 'this work, or
a great deal of it, be lost by the in-
troduction of dnferfor chicks from
the United States? In view of the
price at which these birds are off-
ered [ believe ithey have no records
of production behind them—they
are simply ondinany chicks, I do
not think we can afford ito go on
spending money year after yea.r'
bullding up the standard of our
Canadian live stock and ithen, with
respect to one particular branch of
it, nullify the whole work in one
single season. 1T ithink there must
be something done to find a rem-
ody. either by a working arrange-
ment with the Post Office Depant-
mernit or by some other method.

Mr. MOTHERWELL, Minister of
Agriculture, (L): The embargo I
wpoke of with respect to disease will
keep them out from all but a dozen
of the American states, for ithe pre-
sent year anyhow, but Ihave a ques-
lon to ask my hon, friend. I am surce
there is @ lot to be said in behalf of
this contention, but I should like
to hear hini show cause why the
man who wants to buy these chicks
ghould be deprived of the opportun-
ity of doing it. Before (here Ig a

man there must be a purchaser in
this country. He sends an order to
the American poultryman ithat he
wants a hundred day-old chicks.
Now it is imposslble to tell how
these chickens are breld; you do not
even know what breed they belong
to or even what age a great many
of them are. You do mot know how
they are reglstered or anything
about them except that they are
chicks. 'They may be two or three
days old but they are usually called
“baby chicks.” How could I defend
the keeping of them ouwt when ithere
are a lot of people 'in this country
who want to buy them, -I am hon-
dstly looking for” information be-
cause I think I should like to see
at my hon. friend suggests car-
ried out. Is my hon. friend not
afraid there i3 something like a
‘protective suggestilon about his pro-
position. I am mot joking now, I
should like to know haw ito get over
the difficulty.

‘Mr, STEVENS, (C): Oh, you can-
not.

Mr. BRETHEN, (P): I am not
scared because the minister hag in-
troduced the word “protection” in
the expeatation probably
would throw up my hands.
if the minlistor will lcok through
the record 'of the Omtario Depart-
ment of Agriculture he will find all
kinds of regulations for saving ithe
farmer from himiself. Now, if #t
is going to ensure Canadian produc-
tion I do not think it would do any
harm to give 'the Canadian farmer,
if necessary, pratection from ‘him-
self, These chicks are shipped
over heré under a gystem of cam-
ouflage; Hon, genttlemen know
very well how it ig done. All kinds
of criticism has been indulged in
with respect to pamphlets that
have been scattered abroad to at-
tract immigrants to Canada. That
practice has been very strongly con-
demned here, and 1 think it has
been admitted that it resulted in
a great «deal of harm. In this case
pamphlets are coming in from Am-
erican poultry. hatcheries in order
to inflwence the importation. of
‘what T might call “lmmigrant chick-
ens.” Surely there should be a stop
put to this practice. The flaming
advertisements to which I have al-
luded are, unfortumately, likely to
deludé some Canadian farmers,
particularly the ondinary farmer
who has not very much knowledge
of the breeding and records of Can-
adian hens, T think it would be

Feb, 24.—1It iis intend-
ed 'that Irishmen in Canada, by des-
cent or birth, together with their
fellow Canadian citizens, will on
April 13th, honor \the memory of
that great iIrish Canadian patriot
Thomas D)Arcy iMcGee, one of the
fathers of Confederation. and one
of Canada's truly great men, by fit-
ting observance of the 100th an-
niversary of his birth,

Armrangements for an Internation-
al observance of thig Centenial cele-
bration, which were initiated by
Hon. Charles Murphy some mlonths
ago, 'were brought to a head recent-
ly at an informal dinner which Mr.
Murphy gave alt the Chateau [Lauri-
er, to ‘a group of representative Ir-
ish citizens of the Capital, irrespec-
tive of creed or politics.

In outlining this proposal for the
observance of the McGee Centenial
by a big banquet to be held at the
Chatean Laurier, Homn. Charles
Munphy with a depth of expression
¢ 1 “I thank ‘God that I am in
‘on tonight to do what I
1 to do all my life,
which I could not do politically, to
bring all the Irish together regard-
less of creed or politics on ona com-
mon basis flor one common cause.”
This mtterance, made following a
brlef outline of the life and career
of Thoman D’Arcy McGee, was
greeted with warm enthusiam by
those present, all of whom pledged
themselves to give wholehearted
support, in order that the celebra-
ition may prove to he a fitting regni-
Ition of theé great man, whose mem-
ory it ig designed to honor.

“An important factor in this
situation is the question of Mr
Dunning’s possible elevation to the
Federal Cabinet. It is well known
that advances have already been
made to the Saskatchewan Premier
on one or two occasions, but he
had hesitated to make the change.
It is now firmly believed that the
reason for holding the Saskatche-
wan elections so early in the
spring i8 to make it possible to re-
organize the Provincial Cabinet so
as to release Mr. Dunning for the
Federal fleld. It is thought tha
h’'s acceptance of a federal port-
folio, probably as Minister of Im-
migration would greatly strength-
en the prospects of Liberal candi-
dates in federal ridings, not only
in Saskatchewan but in -Alberta
and Manitoba as well.”

The annual meeting of the
I. Dairy Association was held yes-
terday in Prince of Wales College
and was well attended, the chair
being octcupied in the unavoidable
absence of the President, Mr. J, H
Simpson, by Vice-President J. H.
Cousins.

After the reading and adoption
of the minutes of the previous
meeting, the chairman in his ad-
dress spoke of crtain phases of the
dairying business that he considered
should be taken up. One of these
wad the fact that the products,
butter and cheese, were, through-
out P. E. I of a lower 'grade in
1924 than in 1923, which could be
explained in some degree by the
fact that grading had been some-
what stricter, and that general
temperature couditions in 1924
had been higher. This was a ser-
ious problem for the local men
connected ‘with the industry and
one they should look into fully.
As far as grading was concerned
the system in vogue here was not
completely - satisfactory from a
practical standpoint. While the
Island cheese and butter makers
could manufacture a good product
they were not able to get it on the
market as quickly as might de de-
sired. A better grade than last
geason. would result if this fault
could be rectified this year.
Grading, it seemed, could not be
done on the shelves but had to be
done at the car-door. It was easy
to suggest ghipping to Montreal
and have it graded there, but that
was now impossible for all but
manufacturers, and of thesethe Is-
land had but few. Co-operation in
such a way as to be able to have
a movement every two weeks,
when maturity had been reached,
the Island product would be just
as good, and in all probability bet-
ter than the Ontario and other
high standard dairy products

EMBARGD ON
GANADIAN
POTATOES

Will Likely Remain
For an Indefinite
Period, According
British State-
ment

(LONDON, Feb. 24.—The embargo
on Canadfan jpetatoes, announced as
effective from Friday last, owing
to the suspected presence of the Col
orado beellle, is certaln to remain
for an indefinite period, the Cana-
dian Press learns firom reliable cir-
cles, The approximately 1,000 tons
now affloat will be the last England
will receive from the Dominion for
perhaps many years. .

The Ministry of Agriculture, with
many professions of regret, declares
that the action has been delayed
as long as possible, but the home
producer must have protection from
the introduction of the beetle pest.

Canada Increases
Export of News-
print Across
The Border

(Associated Press)
OTTAWA, Ont.,, Feb. 24.—News-
print totaling 242,876,900 pounds
and valued at $88,993,786 crossed
ithe international boundary from
Canada into the United States last
year, according to the annual re-
port of the Canadian pulp and pap-
er industry. This was an increaso
of 16,000,000 pounds over 'the ex-
ponts of 1923, The American market
now takes 97 percent of the total
value of paper exports. Practically
all of Canada's paper is used In
North Amernica.

$200,000 Loss When
River Breaks Up

(Canadian Press)

TORONTO, Feh. 24.—Firms with
factories and business premises
along the banks of the mver Don
which broke up last evening after
many days of mild rweather,accentu-
ated yesternday by a heavy ratn, It
ks estimated tihat the loss from flood
Ing will amount to about $200.000.

It is understood that the United

Dozens of certificates have becn
recelved from British potato dm-
ponters, testifying to the healthy
character of Canadian ; es, On,
hehalf of the British authorities it
is malintained that they are only
pursuing the same action which
Canada and the Unfted States pur
sued without hesitation in similar
circumstances when  English po-
tatoes were fnflicted with the wart
disease. In fadt under one such em-
