CROWN'S RIGHTS IN WAR.

It wag generally understopd, of
course, that the Crown in time of war
had the right to take over what lands
or huildings it considered necessary,
The question was raised, however, in
the King's Bench of Great Britain,
whether an owner who was thus dis
possessed had not a right to compen-
sation. The matter came before the
Court by, a “petition of right,” for a
declaration that they were lawfully
entitled to proper compensation.

Mr. Justice Avory gave the follow-
ing judgment:—

He had come to the conclusion that
His Majesty, by the virtue of his war
prerogative under statues, through his
representatives, was, under the then
existing circumstances, entitled to
take possession of the land and pre-
mises, and was still entitled to do so,
without making compensation.

In addition, the effect of the De-
fence of the Realm Act conferred on
the competent Naval and Military au-
thorities during the continuance of
the war absolute and -unconditional
power to take passession of land and
buildings, and do any other act in-
terfering with private property,
wholly for the public safety or the
security of tle realm. This enact
ment repealtd any right of compensa-
tion, if it existed in time of war, in
earlier acts.

The suppliants had, therefore, fail-
ed to establish any right in law, and
judgment must be for the Crown. He
thought, however, that the suppliants
were entitled under the Royal Com-
mission of Inquiry appointed in March
1915, to apply for compensation in
respect of any direct and substantial
loss incurred, and damage sustained
by reason of interference with their
property and business under the cir-
cumstances of the case,

went so far as to enter our mosques
without taking off their boots in order
to humble the self-respect of the
Mussulmans.

After reciting more German  mis-
deeds the Sultan says: “All this prov-
es that the German Government is
brutal, uncivilized, and savage,. :and
that it sneers at Mussulmans and de-
spises them.” N

A little lower down he says: ‘“Be
persuaded that the Germans are on
the point of being crushed. Great Bri-
tain, France, Russia‘and Japan, with
their millions of soldiers and  their
warships, will dissipate and drive forth
the forces of wicked Germany. Be,
then, firm in your {riendship for
Britain, and let not ‘ourself. be shak-
en by the fact that the Turks are
jjoining in the fray. X
“We -have learned from Constanti-
nople that the Turkish people is loath
to wage war on its friend, Britain.
But the Germans have dragged Turk-
ey into the war, wishing by those
means to'destroy the Ottoman Empire
and ravage the holy places of Islam.”
The Sultan describes as “a diaboli-
cal machination invented by intrig-
uers gold to Germany” the rumor that
the German Emperor has been con-
verted to Islam—for he is “Islam’s
greatest enemy.”

PARIS, Oct. 14.—Important German
detachments are enmeshed in the im-
mense marshes of ‘Pinsk, in the Rus-
sian Province of Minsk, where the
rivers have overflowed, owing to the
daily torrential rains, says a despatch
from Petrograd to the Havas News
Agency.

The Pinsk marshes cover an area of
more than 1,000 square miles in the
‘basins of the Pripet, Strumen, Styr,
and Gory Rivers, which flow through
them. <

Hundreds of Germans are reported
to have been lost in the bogs with
their artillery, automobiles and con:
voys. Many deserters are said to be
roving about the country in bands

A landed proprietor named Sab-
ounevicz has organized a powerful de-
tachment of partisans, among them
many ‘Circassizms, who are hunting
down the German bands. Saboune-
vicz’s men, mounted on small horses,
are said to be operating with extra-
ordinary rashness. Sweeping down
uport a village where the General
Staff of a German division was quar-
tered, the despatch adds, the officers
were dispersed, panic-stricken.

These “Marsh Wolves,” as the Ger-
mans call them, have thus far evaded
the two squadrons of Hussars which
have been assigned to capture them

PETROGRAD, Oct. 8, via London—
Russian mounted partisan ' rangers
are operating boldly and successfully
in the central marshes of the Pinsk
district, their operations reaching al-
most to Brest-Litovsk. A sudden
night attack which thea made on the
staff of an Austrian detachment caus-
ed confusion in the Austrian ranks.

UNDERDRAINAGE EXPERIMENT.
—Professor W.' R. Reek returned Fri-
day night from Wellington, where he
had spent the week superintending
the installation of the demonstration
field in underdrainage. A field of four
acres was surveyed and six drains,
each 500 feet in length, emptying into
an open ditch on the road, were laid
down. On Monday afternoon the field
was surveyed and the trenches opened
with the plough. On Tuesday morning
two men were employed to dig the
trenches and on Wednesday, Thursday
and Friday forengon six men were
employed. The tile was laid and
the trenches filled with a team and
plough, the woark being completed at
noon Friday. In addition to putting
in 3,000 feet of tile an open ditch 40
rods long and sufficiently deep to carry
the water from the underdrains was
made. The dirt taken out of the
ditch was placed on the road and with-
out doubt will be a great henefit to it
as it makes a better crown and will
always have excellent surface drain-
age. Professor W. J. Reid was as-
sociated with Professor Reek while the
work was in progress. The experi-
ment in this field will be watched
with a great deal of interest, and the
Guardian will report regularly when
observations are taken.

FAMINE N HONGARY:
GOVT, CUSED

LONDON, Oct. 16— A despatch
from Budapest to The Morning Post
says:

“It is no exaggeration to say that
there is practically a state of famine
in Hungary at present, especially in
Budapest, and the civil population is
on the brink of starvation. Prices
are rising by leaps and bounds, so
much that the last four weeks show
increases of 40 to 70 er cent., and
even with this rise, one cannot get
certain necessities.

“The papers, even subsidized Gov-
ernment organs like Az Est, are op-
enly accused the Government of
gross- neglect, and most disparing
articles appear on the subject. Two
meatless days now, for only very
well-to-do people can afford to have
mcat five times a week. Butter ex-
ists only in one’s dreams, a kilogram
costing 8ix to seven shillings. Chick-
ens are a pound ($5) each. Bread is
three times as dear as in Germahy,
where Hungarian flour is used in
making it. fi

ALL BARS IN ONTARIO
TO CLOSE AT EIGHT

TORONTO, Oct.  14.—Premier
Hearst last evening made the anxious
ly awaited announcement regarding
the decision of the Cabinet in the mat-
ter of liquor restriction. Commencing
November 1 and until the close of the
war, all bars in the province will close
at 8 p.m. instead of 11, as at present.
The closing hours on Saturdays  are
unchanged. Social clubs and shops are
not affected. Fourteen hundred hotels
in the province will thus have their
selling time curtailed by three hours.

Premier Hearst, in the course of a
statement tonight, declares that “the
great necessity for ecenomy and thrift
on the part of our people, and the
necessity for fitness, not only on the
part of our soldiers, but on the part
of our people generally, for the great
struggle in which we are engulfed,
will,. the Government feels sure, justi-
fy the action taken, and it is  confid-
ent that even those who may suffer
financially will be prepared to make
the necessary sacrifice for the general
good. The action of the commission in
providing for the early closing of the
bars and the hour fixed for closing
meets with the approval of the Min-
ister of Militia,”

temperance advocates nor those iden-
tified with the liquor interests are sat-
isfled with the new restrictions. The
temperance spokesmen say that it is
a spineless compromise, and does not
