Be Known As
Douglas Dighy

OTTAWA, Jan. 16— (CP)—Nova
Scotia, and in particular the town
of Digby, have been honored by
the Royal Canadian Alr Force
the selection of a name for a type
of aircraft recently acquired for At-
lantic seaboard service. It is called
the Douglas Digby.

The Douglas Digby, a reconnals-
sance bomber plane made in the
United States, will be used to pro-
tcet the vulnerable habor t:zrminals
of the Maritimes and co-operate
with the Royal Navy and the Royal
Canadian Navy in the convoy of
merchant ships.

The Dougias Digby is kncwn in
the United States as a twin-engin-
ed army bomber, It is a m!d-wing
cantilever monoplane, fitted with
two engines providing a speed ot
mtles an hour. Internal bomb
storage is provided while gun po-
sitions are located In the nose and
aft of the wings, above and below
the fuselage.

This type of craft won the United
States Armv Corps bomber compe-
tition in 1936.

Mr. H. M. Long Of Y.
M.C. A. National

War Council Gives 2

Interesting Address
At Meeting Here. .

Aims of the National Council
War Service Committee of the
Y. M. C. A. in materially giving
ald to soldlers of the Canadian
Actlve Service Force during the
present conflict were outlined by
Mr. H. M. Long, Co-chairman of
the Canadian Y. M. C. A Nation-
al council War Service Committee
and prominent business man of
Montreal at a luncheon at the
Charlottetown Hotel yesterday at
which a representative gathering
of prominent business men of the
city were In attendance.

Mr. J. P. Hillion, Charlottetown’s
representative on the War Service
Committee presided.

In his opening remarks Mr. Long
stated that it was a p'easure to
meet such people interested in Y.
M. C. A. work and particularly so
when it is known that the Char-
lottetown branch has a back-
ground of 85 years service behind
i

t.

Work of the Canadian Y. M. C
A. in the last World War had bee:
of inestimable value the speaker
stated, as was well borne out by
statements of the late Sir Arthur
currie, His  Excellency Lord
Tweedsmuir, Governor-General of
Canada, -Prime Minister Mackenzic
King and Hon., Norman McL Rog-
ers, Minister of National Defence.
Mr. Long read extracts from let-
ters received from these men all
paylng tribute to the part al-
ready contributed and being con-
tributed by this institution.

Today we are facing the same
problems again. A War Service
Committee has been appointed
under the chairmanship of Mr.
John Tory, of which Mr. H'llion
is a member, and is made up of 80
or more prominent people rep-
resenting a cross section of the
Dominion. A campaign is to be
launched April 5th to provide
funds for war service work in the
interests of Canadian soldiers. The
campaign is under the leadership
of Mr. J. W. McConnell of Mont-
real, one of the Dominion’s lead-
ing philanthropists. Honorary Vice
Chairmen include Mr. R. W, Wil-
son of Montreal, R. Lawson of
Toronto and D. R. Turnbull of
Halifax, with an honorary Vice
chairman yet to be selected to
represent the Island, The speaker
was not in a position to say how
much money would be needed but
it would be probably in the neigh-
porhood of one million dollars.
However this would be known
definitely on return from England
of Mr. J. W. Beaton, General Na-
tional Secretary who with six oth-
er Y. M. C. A. secretaries, accom-
panied the First Contingent to
England and will accompany the
canadian troops to France when
they leave their present camp

Since the outbreak of war the
Y. M. C. A has given free service
to the equivalent of 600,006 men
in uniform. Use of buildings nave
beenn gladly given since the start
of hostilities and Y. M. C. A. sec-
retaries have been busily engaged
in the organizing of hostels, elc.

| In Halifax a Y. M. C. A, Hostel is

in operation. Conditions at this
port had been serious at the out-
break of war in connection with
the handling of thousands of men
waiting for convoys, but the Y. had
helped  the emergency with the
erection of the hostel, and it ls
expected that in a few weeks the
hoste! will be able to accommodate
500 men in sleeping quarters. This
hoste] had been opened by the
Governor Genera]l Lord Tweeds-
muir who had stated at that time
that the port of Halifax was one
of the most important if not the
most important in the British
Empire.

The date of the opening of the
campaien had been set at April 5th
Mr. Long stated, because of the
fact that the Canadian Legion and
the Salvation Army were putting
on campaigns during the months
of February and March,

Publicity was essential %o the
success of the campaign, the
speaker stated, but this pa-t will
he run as economically as possible.
Towards the end of his fine ad-
dress Mr. Long referred to a con-
versation he had had with the
chairman of the campalgn, Mr
McConnell, on finances. Here |is
how the campaign leader summed
it up: The only way to o is8 to
give, glve and give some more;
any contributions we may make
will be small indeed to that being
glven by the soldiers, sailors and
alrmen who are fighting our
battle.”

Concluding the speaker s:ated
that the Canadian Y. M. C. A, is
again offering its services and re-
sources In a fight against a foe
that has forgotten God and is
attempting to trample under
feet everything we hold sacred.
Soldiers must receive the utmost
support of this nation in order
that their efforts may be siiccess-
ful and he felt sure that the Is-
land would do its share and more
than its share in order that vic-
tory will be assured.

He warned against sacrificing
quality for quantity as was done
in the last conflict.
