THE FAMINE.IN SERDS.
(Boston Trangeript.) ”

Many people will he surprised this
gpring when they receive their geed
catalognes, to note the high prices
which they must pay for garden or
flower seedsf For there is a veritable
seed famine. At no time since the
civil- war have heen so high, Peas, for
instance, which usually bring thiee
dollars a bushel in England, are now
quoted at $15. Carrot: seed, which us-
nally sells for 25 cents a quart, now
sells at $2 in England., Of beet scel
there was no crop last year. Grass
soed sells -at three times the usual
price. And go it is through the whole
list, In fact the scarcity of seeds has
been puch that many growers are sell-
ing their seed stock rather than plant
und run the risk of-crop failure.

High prices of seeds, however, can-
not be charged up to any combinat-
jon of dealers. The shortage of the
crops has been due to a succession of
floods and droughts in the last six or
seven years, And even where seed rai-
sers have ‘been fortunate enough. to

‘“escape these. there has been for some
Junaccountable reason, a failure in the
" crop. The gardgner who grows peas
expects to get many times the numb-
¢r of peas he plants. The seed grower,
whe sows peas bhroadcast, expects to

¥ pet some seven times his sowing. Yet

A Jast year the seed grower, as a rule,
! got only three times his crop, and
‘many of the growers of beet seed did
i not even get their seed hack.
This is one of the ces's where the
* consumer can do nothing about it. He
, tannot seep relief in the courts or ap-
peal to the legislature, Nature ma'es
* her owb laws and can amend them at
her pleasure. To the suburban dweller
who buys his seed at ten cents a
packet, ‘the burden will hot be heavy.
‘He will simply pay the same price
for fewer seeds. To the large grower
the difference in price means' some-
thing, but all he ecan do, under ptes-

It probahly costs on an average
from $18 to $25 to raise a calf until
it is two years old., The cost, - of
course, will depend largely upon the
price of feeds as well as upon their
selection, but  sucecessful ~ dairymen
contend that they ean raise calves at
a lower cost than the maximum fig-
ures given above up to the age Bpeci-
fied. .

ness dairy herd is not likely to suc-
ceed well unless he produces his own
COWS,
in successful dairying and it is cer
tain to be more true in the future
than it has been in the past, and the
progressive man can afford to expend
twice the amount stated above to
raise calves from his best cows to
an age when he can test their indi-
vidual merits,

A very important clement, howev-
er, in+ the production of one’s own
cows, is whether he has proper foun-
dation stock. The calves froin cows
that do not make a reasonable profit
upon. the feed given them are not
likely to prove successful, and under
shich circumstances the only wise
course would be for ‘the dairyman to
go out’ and purchase one or more’
high-grade or thoroughbred cows of
merit with which to start. Then, too,
a good sire should bhe available, for
without the . qualities that can be
transmitted by such an animal one
will not attain.the success he should.
But neither of these conditions are
impossible, and since it is the only
business way one should provide him-

serve their merits in their offspring
that the future herd may not only be
2qual to bhut an improvement upon
the present herd. This can . only be
done by saving the hest heifer calves
;x;um the, hest cows of the herd.—A.
