Saskatchewan
Will Vote On
Pooling Plan

REGINA, Sask, TFeb, 20—-The
greatest grain growing province of
Canada, Saskatchewan, is to vote on
the much debated 100 per cent pool-
ing plan, By a vote of 48 to 5, the
Legislature approved a resolution
providing for a referendum on the so
called “compulsory pool,” under
which all grain grown in Saskat-
chewan would be handled by a single
grower controlled marketing agency.
Voters on the referendum are ex-
pected to be all those who hold an
equity in grain growing, namely,
farmers, lessors, and mortgagees, in-
cluding agents of mortgage compan-
fes. Wives of farmers engaged in
grain growing, as well, are expected
to be eligible. Next necessary move
is passage of enabling legisiation, to

Rebels In Lima, Peru,
Stage Unsuccessful
Attempt To Seize
Presidential Palace.

(British United Press)
LIMA, Peru,, Fcb. 20.—An a‘tmpt
to scize control of the revolutionary
Government was thwartzd by loyal
troops today in an uprising which
began in Lima and came to its san-
guinary climax in a sharp battle at
the ancient fort of Real Felipe, out-
side Callao, seven miles away. The
casualties were undetermined. A
communique said: “All rebels are
prisoners.” Martial law in Lima and
Callao, the Capital's port was de-
clared, and heavy patrols tonight in
Un-

but the Government issued a com-
munique declaring the uprising quel-
led, the “situation under control.”

The city was quiet, this evening.
The uprising began at dawn, when
sixty -armed civillans and military
men from Callao attempted to seize
the Presidential Palace in Lima., The
Palace guards closed the doors and
the conspirators retreated to Callao
without appreciable fighting. Troops
from the Lima garrison went to
Callao and laid seige to the rebels in
the old fort. The rebels surrendered
after airplanes had appeared over
the fort.

SIXTY KILLED

LIMA, Peru, Feb. 20.—Sixty per-
sons were killed inm an abortive re-
volt against the Government of
Lieutenant-Colonel Luis M. Sanchez
Cerro, revolutionary provisional Pre-
sident, today. Official estimates to-
night said that the figures were only
approximate, not final. The dead in-
cludes forty Loyalists and twenty
rebels.

BUENOS AIRES, Feb. 20.—A San-
tigo, Chile, dispatch to La Nacion
today said that the garrison at Cal-
lao, Peru, had revolted with the aid
of the fleet and had demanded the
resignation of President Sanchez
Cerro. A warship from the north
was said to have started to Callao 4o
aid in the movement.

Mail and Empire says today: “Be-
hind Ottawa’s brief official announ-
cement last night of a change in
automobile discounts for duty pur-
poses, lies an enormous plan ‘which
its advocates declare will, in normal
times, provide $75,000,000 of new
employment annually for Canadian
workers and Canadian industry.
Reached by long distance telephone
in Ottawa last night, N. A. Brown,
Vice President and General Manag-
er of General Motors of Canada,
disclosed this information. “The
plan has opponents among manu-
facturers of imported cars who have
fought it with zeal and bitterness,
threatening in some cases to hang
out the to-let sign and in others to
build. new factories here to make
the cars at present being imported
or assembled.

“The order in Council is based up-
on a definite plan, having as its ob-
jective the exclusion, in mnormal
times, of some $40,000,000 worth of
automobile imports annually. mostly
from the United States, and the re-
placement of that volume of vehicles
manufactured within the dominion,
“Every automobile manufacturer in
Canada for Canadian consumption,”
declared Mr. Brown in‘ conclusion,
‘“or exported to an export market
from Canada, entails $604 worth of
work for Canadian labor. The new
plan adopted® by the government
creates work for thousands of Can-
adians.”
