You
likewise become constipated be-
cause the liver does not permit an
easy passage of bile into intestine.

Now as you are going to wear cor-
sets anyway what is my suggestion?
That you get a corset that fits you
snugly about the hip bones, below,
and loosely about the upper or
chest part. By lacing it from below
You get the pressure on the lower
part of the abdomen.

In getting fitted for a corset al
ways stand erect and take in a
long breath. This makes the waist
smaller and enlarges the chest, and
you'll get a corset that will have the
proper action, that is support your
abdomen and yet give your liver—
lungs—and heart a chance .to work
properly.
