(C. P. by Guardian’s Special Wire)
MONTREAL, Feb. 16—Declining
prices on New York markets were
reflected on the Montreal stock
exchange today in scattered minor
losses at the close.
Utilities_inclined. to narrow loss-
es, including Brazilian, Montreal
Power, Quebec Power and Shaw-
inigan, Canadian Pacific and Na-
tional Steel Car felt small losses
in rails, while papers were prac-
tically neglected.
Construction looked better,
though Foundation lost a point at
14, Canada Cement was firm, and
Bronze gained 3 points at 40. Met-
als were rageed, International
Nickel and Smelters losing frac-
tions while Noranda copper ad-
vanced 1 1-2 points at 60 1-2,
