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A Momentous Speech

Prime Minister Chamberlain’s stirring speech
yesterday marks a new departure in the atti-
fude of Great Britain' towards Nazi Germany.
He spoke openly of the unscrupulous conduct
of Hitler in violating the solemn guarantee
given at Munich, and of the menace to Europe
which Germany's invasion of Czecho-Slovakia
involves. He declared that Britain was prepar-
ed to fight in the cause of European peace aud
that it had behind it the support of the whole
Jompire and of other peace-loving  nations as
well. Coming from a man of Mr. Chamberlain’s
and mild temperament, and taken 1n
with the tremendous armament
programme launched since the Munich confer-
ence by the British Government, such words
carry momentous weight. They cannot fail to
make an impression even in Germany. They
leave room for no misunderstanding as to where
Britain stands, and will have the effect of rally-
ing all the forces of world democracy on an
jssue which has at last become clear-cut and

decisive.
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Veterans’ Survey

Amnouncement is made of a survey of the
veterans of Canada, men and women, who are
prepared to serve their country in time of
emergency.

In the belief that Canada cannot, in a period
of international tension leave herself exposed to
the perils of direct or indirect hostile action
within or against the state, but should provide
at once for our future security, the veterans’
avsociations have offered their services to the
nation, Under this scheme those willing to serve
in Canada are being asked to register forthwith.
1t is proposed that the veterans, the majority
o0 old for overscas service, would guard canals.
hydro plants, public buildings, etc., in time of
national emergency.

As a result of the survey the Government will
have available a force ready for service at home,
which force would relieve the military units for
other activity.

The offer of service to the nation has been
made by all Veterans organizations in the Dom-
inion, who believe that the country’s protective
forces should he buttressed by the services of
e and women who are competent and willing
to serve under the direction of constituted au-
thorities. Unquestionably the best reservoir of
euch men and women is our great body of
veterans.

More Liberal “Economy"’

' Some one has sold the Mackenzie King Gov-
ernment the idea of a National Film Board em-
powered to review and coordinate the motion-
picture activities of the several departments, and
taxpayers who appreciate the tendency of civil
servants to expand and glorify themselves at the
nation’s expense may well shudder at the cer-
tain prospect of another $250,000 a year being
added to federal expenditures.

Two years ago the appropriation for Domin-
son Government films was but $40,000; this year
it is $150,000, The Globe and Mail (Independ-
ent) is of opinion that the Leader of the
Opposition is not drawing a long bow when he
predicts that when the new National Film Board
gets into its stride there will be another jump.

West Indies Penalized

Details of the importation of oranges into
Canada have been given the House by the De-
partment of Trade and Commerce, on the in-
quiry of Dr. Young, of Saskatoon. They show
Tow little has been accomplished by the King
Government to develop orange imports from the
British West Indies.

In the calendar year 1938 we imported 63,908
cubic feet of oranges from Jamaica, 5,811 cubic
feet from Trinidad, 10,957 cubic feet from other
points in the British West Indies, and 5,988,169
cubic feet from the United States. In the lowest
wmonth of the twelve the United States sent us
almost four times the quantity of oranges we
received in the complete year from all West
Indies countries.

No doubt, comments the Ottawa Journal, it
is true that the orange industry of the West In-
dies in its present state is incapable of meeting
the enormous demand from Canada for this
citrus fruit. It is equally true, on the other hand,
that we dealt a blow to that young and promis-
ing industry when for five months of each year
we agreed to admit oranges from the United
States' free of duty—subjecting the = infant
orange industry of the British islands to free
competition from the old and entrenched citrus,
industry of our neighboring country.

Oranges from the West Indies are free of
duty at all times, From the United States they
are free in December, January, February, March
and April—which are five of the six months
when the Jamaica fruit arrives in any consider<
able quantity. Last year in those five months
the United States sent us more than three million.
_eubic feet, or more than half the year’s imports
from that country. In the saime period from
Jamaica we bought 51,766 boxes out of the
years' total of 63,908, '
