Simil-
ar results were also obtained in
preliminary tests conducted by
the Westinghouse Lamp Company
at Columbia University under the
direction of Profess Hugh Findlay
of the Department of Agriculture
of the University. Two Westing-
house 110 volt farm lighting plants
were used to supply the power for
the Baldwin experiments, showing
that the use of artificial light for
forcing plant growth is not  res-
tricted to-localities where central
station power is available.

On the first of September
twelve varieties of vegetables and
twelve of flowers were sown in
shallow (3 inch) boxeg or flats as
gardeners term them.
