ties of Parliament, He was par-
ticularly helpful to me in arrang-
ing appointments and. accompany-
ing me at interviews with numer-
ous cabinet ministers and Domin-
jon Government officials. Peter
seemed be in excellent cheer,
and introduced me to a great
number of members of Parliament,
including practically all the Mari-
time members.

“The news of his death therefore
came as a very great shock to me,
and all Mr. Sinclair’s friends will

MOSCOW, March 9—Doors were
closed today on the trial of 21 con-
fessed anti-Soviet plotters to keep
secret details of treasonable deal-
ings with foreign countries.
(Prime Minister Neyille Cham-
berlain in the House of Commons
in London denied allegations of
British esplonage made in the
Moscow trial. The Russlan pris-
oners in confessions and testimony
named Great Britain, Germany,
Poland and Japan_ as countries
with which they had connections.)
With examination of the defend-
ants ended, the next point in the
procedure will be the summing up
by Prosecutor Andrei Vishinsky
with a demand for death of the
prisoners by shooting.
