HOMES PROE BOOST TO OVER-
SEAS MORALE

home, not because their rations are
inadequate, but like other mail,
parcels are a boost to morale. “Keep

is the theme of many letters arriv-
ing from the United Kingdom.

What to send is the question In
the minds of many Canadian fami-
lies. Chocolate bars rich will cocoa-
nut, raisins or nuts if available here
are very acceptable, s)artlcularly as
plain chocolate only is available in
England. Dried fruits are also wel-
comed by soldiers and civiliang alike.

If home-made candy is sent (this
means saving up some of the sugar
and butter ration belonging to the
family) it should be poured directly
into & ocardboard or tin container
lined with wax paper. As it travels
better whole, it shouldn’t be cut into
pleces. .

Fancy cheese, well wrapped in
wax paper, is another welcome sug-
gestion. Plain cheese is plentiful in
mations so should not be sent.

Hard cookies and frult cakes are
favorites among the forces. ‘The
cookies sent should only be the kinds
that will keep well and do not
crumble easily.

All the the foods should be packed
carefully, In king cookies, for
instance, the x should be Uned
with wax paper, and tain cardboard
should be placed between each layer
oroookk'd.;

And he
quoted hiblical experiences and other
more recent examples showing that
the saints of God never have an
easy iife. The words of Jesus Him-
self—“In the world ye shall have
tribulation; but be of good cheer;

Though we cannot escape tribul-
ation,_yet there is a guarantee of
grace in trouble. What is the mess-
age that God has for us? We can
read many of them in the Bible.
“Fear thou not, for I am with
thee.” “Abhor that which is evil,
but cling to that which is good.”
The Voice of God rings out to us
through the smoke of battle,
through the loneliness of grief and
sorrow, in adversities of all kinds,
PFor He has not ahdicated. He must
teign til He hath put all enemdies
under His feet.

The Bible, he said, has been
published in 37 new languages since
the war began. Forty million copies
