Sliced Strawberry Yam |
This is the kind of jam that gives
you the berries suspended nicely in
a beautiful and brilliant jelly. Of
course strawberries do not “jell” of
themselves—we have to put some
pectin with them to get this result.
Fortunately, it has been made very
easy for us to do that, with pectin
available to-day in handy forms.
4% cups prepared strawberries
7 cups sugar
14 bottle liquid pectin.

Wash, hull and drain 2 quarts
ripe strawberries. Slice lengthwise
and measure into a large kettle.
Add the sugar and bring to a full
rolling hoil, over strong direct heat.
Stir constantly before and during
boiling. Boil rapidly for 3 minu-
tes, then remove from heat, Stir in
liquid pectin. Let stand a few mom-
ents, then skim. Stir, to prevent
fruit from floating, Skim and stir
alternately for 5 minutes, then pour
quickly into small sterile jars. Coat
with a thin layer of smoking hot
paraffin and when cold, add a
thicker layer of paraffin, - !
