Britain Takes
Inventory Of
' Food Supply

LONDON, March 11—(CP Cable)
— Britain's “save-the-bread” cam-
paign is being widened into “save-
the-grain” demands as the coun-
try’s frugal supplies are checked
and rechecked for the means of
averting starvation:in Europe and
the Far East.

On Sunday the rate of wheat
extraction was increased from 80
to 85 per cent. There is some
conjecture that it may be raised
further and also that barley, oats
and . rye might once more be mil-
led as bread flour.

So far, however, such steps are
only speculation, It seems more
likely that the manufacture of
cakes and cookies will be reduced.
Cakes already are coarse and emg-
less and cookies are rationed on a
point basis.

Brewers as well as bakers may
have to cut production. With the
beer output at a 325-year D
brewers' barley supplies mav be
diyerted to starvation-threatened
Germany although

Another concession made by the
department, in answer to pleas of
individual veterans andof veterans
organizations is the relmbursement
of veterans who have obtalned un-
authorized medical or = dental
treatment from their own physic-
fans or dentists.

In reimbursting veterans
their doctors and dentists bills, the
department will pay either the a-
mount paid for treatment by the
veteran himself or the amount
which the department would have
authorized 'had # sanctioned the
treatment.

While under ordlnnr{ circum-
stances, veterans are eligible for
commencement of medical treat-
ment one month after their dis-
charge, treatment may be
at any time up to a year after dis-
charge if authorized by the director
general of treatment services.

Under special conditions, treat-
ment may be continued up to two
years after discharge, under the
amended regulations as authoriz-
ed by Cabinet council.
