Hope that the Federal Govern-
ment would undertake the bulld-
ing of & ferry terminal at West
Roint and subsidize the West
Joint-Buctouche service was ex-
pressed in the Legislature this
week by Mr. Forrest W. Phillips,
(Liberal) Second District of Prince,
in speaking on the Draft Address.

Mr. Phillips understood that uf
this policy is approved at Ottawa
the ferry company can have the
boats brought here within a mat-
ter of hours, The boats have been
used on fresh water lakes, are
fully equipped, and if brought
here before the terminals are
ready, could be used by the Pro-
vincial Government in the New-
foundland trade or elsewhere. They
have a carrying capacity of 53
automobiles.

The people in the western sec-
tion of Prince County are en-
titled to this service, Mr. Phillips
maintained, as they have been un-
justly discriminated against in the
matter of extra freight charges.
