While the Bombay man was
compiling his 146 to win the silver
medal, Martinsen put together two
49’s and a 47 for 145 and young
McLeod, protege of Lieut. Dow,
came back with 144. The veteran
Emslie, a Bisley shot since before
the war, had 142, as did Lucas and
Lt.-Col. F. W. Utton of Toronto.
Lieut, Dow had 141, Captain H. W.
Bishop of Ottawa and Corporal
Beaumont 140, These qualified out-
right.

Sgt. James Borland and L?eut.l
Sweet with 139's, had to fire off
with others for 10 remaining places.
Borland was successful. Eliminated
with Sweet were Sgt. C. E. Iddiols
of Calgary 138; R.QMS. R. G.
Hamilton of Ottawa, 136, and Sgt.-
