NEW YORK, Nov. 65— (AP)—
gianley (Bucky) Harris, major
league boy manager of two de-
cades ago, today was named fleld
manager of New Yojk Yankees
for two years at an’ undisclosed
Zgalary. At the same time club
_peesident  Larry MacPhail said
Charles Dressen, recently of Brook-
yn, would be the No. 1 coach.
Harris joined the Yankees last
geptember as a front office exec-
, ative officer and said repeatedly
ufter Bill Dickey's resignation
thortly before the season closed
that he “was not interested in
secoming the fleld manager.”
He told newspapermen today
that e was sincere in his state-
ment at that time but had been
won over to the job by MacPhalil.
The Yankees operated under
three different managers during
the 1946 season, starting under
Joe McCarthy who resigned in
May. Bill Dickey, veteran catcher,
then took over and continued
until shortly before the close of
the season when he stepped down
upon learning that he did not
figure in the club’s plans for 1947.
John Neun, since named boss of
Cincinnati Reds, piloted the club
the final two weeks.
MacPhail said that he had fmo
spologies to make to the Brook-

sen.
“Dressen had resigned from his
Brooklyn job before he even talk-
ed to me” the Yank president
sald, “and if* anyone else wants
to resign from Brooklyn and tells
me he wants a job—and if I

After three years in the min-
ors, Harris hit the big* time" as
Washington's second baseman in
1919 and he remained there ‘until
after the 1928 seascn, when he
tesigred to become manager of
Detroit. Harris picked up the
Washington managerial reins in
194, winning the American Lea-
gue flag In his first year and
adding a world series triumph
over New York Giants. He fin-
ished first agaln In 1926 but
never was able to make the grade
again,
t‘He stayed in Detroit for a five-
year term 1920-33 and then moved
 to Boston to boss the Red Sox

1t 1934, .
When  Clark - Griftith  traded
player-manager Joe Cronin to

Boston for a ‘sum estimated at
$250,000, Harrls went back to
Washington where he remained
as skipper from - 1935 through
1942,

Taking on the job of. revitaliz-
ing Philadelphia ~ Phillles under
president Bill Cox in 1043, Harris
was removed In mid-segson after
an argument with Cox shortly
before the betting scandal broke
that eventually barred Cox from
daseball for life.

Bucky managed in Buffalo and
nindled the front office work as
general manager: in the 1044-46
perlod, coming to the Yankees in
September to be MacPhail's as-
sistant.

Is Destroyed

HALIFAX, Nov. 5—Heatherbell,
one of the greatest trotting horses
ever to race Maritime tracks, is
dead. The 20-year-old son of Mc-
Gregor the Great which reigrd
over east coast tracks in the mid-
dle of the last decade was de-
stroyed at suburban Fairview a
¢ days ago, it was learned to-
night.

Heatherbell, foaled in 1926, was
bought by Brentor McInnes of
Charlottetown at Worcester, Mass.
in 1932 and in that year became
the fastest trotting gelding on
Maritime tracks.

He was owred by Lt.-Col. D.A.
‘Dan) MacKinnon of Charlotte-
town in 1936 when the veteran
reinsman made bis driving come-
back. Heatherbell trotted a mile
at Montague, P.E. I, in 2:08%—
the fastest mile .ever trotted by a
Maritime -owned horse over a
Maritime oval up to that time.

Heatherbell latterly was owned
by Roy Kidney of Halifax.
