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BATTERING

THROUGH

 THE DARDANELLES

The Queen Elizabeth Hurling Shells Mcross

Gollipoli Peninsula into Turkish Forts Which
are Fqlllng. Resistance Terrible.

(Special to The Guardian)
LONDON, March 8.—The British
and French fleets have battered an-
other step nearer Constantinople.
More Turkish forts on the Asiatic side
were silenced, according to the Brit-
ish Admiralty but the Turks are mak-
ing a terrific resistance with shells
from' their German made guns. This
struggle for the gateway of the Otto-
man capital is at present the big fea-
fure of the war news and closely link-
ed with this is the sustained excite-
ment in the Greece incident relating
to the resignation of the Cabinet of M.
Venizeloz, who deeming Greece's en-
trance into.hostilities on Triple En-
tente imperative, could not agree with
his King and resigned. The retiring
Premier, according to on Athens des-
patch plans to leave for rest and M.
7Zaimis has been entrusted with the
difficult task of selecting a new Cabi-
inet the complexion of which had not
even been tentatively announced to-
night. A news agency despatch from
Athens late to-night said Zaimis has
declined to form a new Cabinet.

F'rom the number of ships engaged
and the size and range of the guns
the battle of the Dardanelles is unlike
anything in history, according to na-
val experts. At 21,000 yards the Queen
Elizabeth, assisted by smaller ships,
is hurling shells across the Gallipoli
peninsula into Turkish strongnc.ds on
the Asiatic shore,

The Admiralty’s statement carries
operations through Sunday and admits
the Turks not only scored three minor
hits on the Queen Elizabeth, but the
majority of the ships inside the
Straits, both French and British, were
struck, though none were sunk and
there were no casualties. The
Turkish forts Rumili, Tabia and
Hamidih-i-Tibia, on the Asiatic shore,
which previously withstood bombard-
ment, were silenced, as: was Mount
Dardanus battery farther south. The
Turkish casualties are unknown.

docks of the besieging craft are play-
ing a signal part in operations. One
British machine became unmanagable
and dived into the sea, and another
was hit by the Turks twenty-eight
times.

An air raid by British flyers on the

German submarine base at Ostend,
Belgium, is announced. Six machines
participated, returning safely. The
damage done is unknown.
It is reported from  Bucharest,
Roumania, that former Sultan, Abdul
Hamid, has regained his freedom and
is gathering his friends and supporters
around him. It is asserted that he
may seek to play an important part
in the country’s affairs. More pro-
gress by British fleet hefore Smyrna,
by which Turkish batteries were sil-
enced, is announced in an Admiralty
statement,

Another official statement says that
the Turks’ loss in land fighting at the
head of the Persian QGulf is fifty per
cent, larger than previously reported.

LONDON, March 8.—With inexorble
precision, cautiously and without
haste, the attacks by the Anglo-French
fleets against Turkish coast defences
continue, -according to despatches
from Athens. It is predicted now that
the Dardanelles will be forced within
a fortnight, and that before the begin-
ning of April, British and French war-
ships will be hammering at the gates
of the Golden Horn.

LONDON, March 8.—It was officially
announced in « London this evening
that the Turkish battery at Mt. Dar-
danus and the forts of Rumih, Medjei-
dah Tabor and Wamidjieh Tabia, in
the Dardanelles, have been silenced by
shells from the Allied fleet. The Brit-
ish battleship Queen Elizabeth, the an-
nouncement also said, was hit by a
shot from the Turkish forts and slight-
ly damaged.

{REGULAR MEETING

OF CITV COUNCIL

The regular monthly meeting of the
City Council was held last evening in
the Council Chamber, His Worship the
Mayor in the chair, with the Health
Ofticer, Dr. H. D. Johnson, and His
Honour Mr. K. J. Martin, City Record-
er, in attendance. The councillors
were all present, The minutes of the
last regular meeting and two emer-
gency meetings having been read and
adopted a letter was read from Mr. E.
H. Beer, Secretary of the Board of
Trade, with regard to the matter of
heating the Board room. A letter was
read from Messrs. Thomas Taylor,
Joseph Carter, Francis Kiggins, Wm.
and Allan McInnis and Harper, mem-
bers of the Police Force, asking for
an increase of salary to $560 a month
in view of the increased cost of living,
ete. The next communication was
from Sylvester R. McDonald claiming
damages in the sum of $150 for in-
juries alleged to nave been sustained
by him on December 25 last by his
falling on a slippery sidewalk in Eus-
ton street.

On motion of Councillor Riley, se-
conded by Councillor McKenna, the
communication of Mr. McDonald was
referred to the Recorder; that of Mr.
BE. H. Beer referred to the public pro-
perty committee; while the applica-
tion of the Police Officers was laid
on the table until such time as the es-
timates are made up.

A delegation of the Anti-Tuberculo-
sis Society, consisting of Rev. Canon
Simpson, Mr. T. C. James and Dr. W.
J. McMillan, then waited on the Coun-
¢il in regard to the milk and meat in-
spection bye-lays. Dr. McMillan sald
they had been appointed to wait on
the Council and draw their attention
to certain matters of which they were
no doubt already cognisant and to sug-
gest some things that might be done
in the general interests of the city.
Meat and milk inspection were the two
most important things to be consider-
ed at the present time, and no doubt
they had heard everything that he
could say on the subject from the
Health Officer, who had drawn atten-
tion to these matters on more than
one occasion, He did not know whe-
ther it had been enforced. One dis-
crepancy that had always appeared to
him was that although a milk vendor
was required to have his herd inspect-
ed, still in winter months he might be
getting supplies of milk from his
neighbors, and he (Dr. McMillan) did
not know whether these were com-
pelled to have their herds inspected
or not. This matter of tuberculosis in
milk was important, and statistics
kept by cities larger than Charlotte-
town went to show that bovine tuber-
culosis was largely on the increase.
There used to be considerable differ-
ence of opinion as to whether bovine
tubercular germs could be transmit-
ted to the human system or not, but
it had been pretty definitely ascertain-
ed that they could. He had no doubt
that tuberculosis existed largely
among cattle throughout the province.
That wds one matter. Another matter
was meat inspection. He submitted
to the Council a specimen of pork af-

YESTERDAY IN THE
" HOUSE OF COMMONS

Spirited Debate on Bill Reépectlhg C.P.R. Sections Authorizing the C.P.R,

to Sell or Charter its Steamships to The Conadian Pacific Ocean
Services Limited Were Strenuously Discussed and Some Amend-
ments Proposed. Bill Received its Third Reading. General Hughes
Reported Amounts Pald to Different Rallways for Transportation
of First Contingent. | '

(From our Own Reporter.)

OTTAWA, Merch 8.—It was railway
day in the House. A discussion of the
bill respecting the Canadaian Pacific
Railway, which was debated at some
length before the Commons Railway
Committee, occupied the House itself
to-day during the greater part of the
last sitting on which private members
business will have precedence this
session.

As in Committee, no attack was
made upon the sections of the bill
providing for extensions of time for
the commencement and completion of
lines and ratifying the agreement be-
tween the Canadian Pacific and Cana-
dian Northern Ontario Railways re-
specting their joint terminals in
North Toronto.

Some opposition, however, met the
sections authorising the Canadian
Pacific Railway to sell, lease or char-
ter is steamships to 'a subsidiary
company, to be incorporated in Eng-
land and to be known as * The Cana-
dian Pacific Ocean Services Limited ”
and to hold or guarantee stock bonds
or other securities of the new corpora-
tion.

Major S8am Sharpe, of North Ontario;
and Mr J. G. Turriff, of Assinboia,
spoke against these sections, declaring
that they should not be allowed to
become law until after the passage of
the Government legislation introduced
last session to control the capitalisa-
tion of companies, and maintaining
that Parliament had now an oppor-
tunity to secure control at least of
the freight rates charged by the Cana-
dian Pacific Steamship Company.

The weight of opinion in the House
was, however, against them. Sir
Robert Borden pointed out that the
capitalisation of the new subsidiary
company would be subject to strict
supervision under the English joint
Stock Companies Act and that the
passage of the bill would not prevent
Parliamentary legislation to control
ocean freight rates in the future. He
pointed out, however, that joint action
by Great Britain, the United States
and Canada would be necessaryi to
bring about effective control of rates.

In that view Hon. Frank Cochrane
and Mr. E. M. MacDonald, of Pictou,
concurred.

‘ Mr W. F. McLean, of South York;

Hon. William Pugsley contended
that the C. P. R, was simply asking
authority to do what the Grand Trunk
Pacific and Canadian Northern Rail-
ways had already been allowed to do.

An amendment proposed by Mr. Tur-
riff calling for the control of rates
charged by the new steamship corpo-
ration by the railway commission was
|lost on a division, So was an amend-
ment by Mr. MacLean, providing a
railway commission to fix the terms
upon which the C. P. R. ships would
be transferred to the Canadian Pacific
Ocean Services; that consent of the
railway commission be obtained be-
fore the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company invested in or guaranteed
the securities of the new company and
that the commission should specify
for which the proceeds of the transfer
of vessels should be used. The bill
was then read a third time,

In answer to a question in the House
to-night General Hughes stated that

the C. P. R. received $915,000, the
C. N. R. $308,000 and the G. T. R. $141,-
000 for land and sea transport in con-
nection with the first contingent.

fected with the disease commonly
known as “measly,” which caused
tape worm.

The Health Officer explained that
the milk bye-law was now being fairly
well carried out. He had written call-
ing the attention of the milk vendors
to the byelaw. He suggested the ap-
pointment of a properly qualified vet-
erinary surgeon for the inspection of
cattle.

It was decided to hold a special
meeting of the Board of Health on
Tuesday, the 16th, to take the matter
into consideratjon,

Taylor spoke from a
text in ‘Neb. ix. 1-3. The Call to
Prayer.

It is an ascription of
power to One Who alone has power
to break the bars of death., The song
of God's people on earth is the same
strain pitched on a lower chord.

In the song sung in this spiritual
gevival in the olden day they thought
of God’s greatness, of His guidance
and grace.

Surely we can find a parallel in their
circumstances and in their experience
in our own life here. God in His good-
ness has brought our work of building
a house to His name to a successful
issue and another temple to His praise
has been erected, but we cannot stop
short at this. Many a grand church
to-day is only a monument to the pride
and self-complacency of those who
profess to worship God within its
walls. Many a church is but a funeral
vault for dead souls. And the call of
the Spirit to us is to remember that
He Who is not always found in tem-
ples made with hands still makes His
dwelling in hearts that are lowly and
each one of us may share that fellow-
gship. There are temples that are the
handiwork of God, even our bodies
and these, however humble be our
lot in life, were erected as dwelling-
places for the Holy Spirit. Surely as
we read God’s word in this light we
are called like those of old to a hum-
ble confession of our sins and a sin-
cere prayer for cleansing. From these
sin-polluted temples the song of
praise has died out, but this 1 warrant
that when the false gods have been
cast out, when-the-self has been put
under, God's presence will again be
manifest in the uprising of a hallowed
incense of prayer and the song long
hushed will burst forth anew.

A letter of condolance was read and
ordered to be embodied in the minutes
sympathising with Mrs Hamilton on
the death of her late husband, Mr D.
Hamilton, who had been Assessor of
the town for many years.

The matter of improving the streots
was discussed, and it will be taken up
at a future meeting. The Council
adjourned to meet again next Monday
night.

NEW Y-RAY MACHINES
FOR P, £ I, HOSPITALS

The Charlottetown and Prince Ed-
ward Island Hospitals are now each
equipped with one of the most admir-
able and scientific of modern devices
for the aid of medical men in diagnos-
ing disease, in the possession of a first
class X-Ray machine, ‘fhat of the
Prince Bdward Island f[lospital —was
installed some time ago and is under
the charge of Dr. H, D. Johnson. 'The
other machine has just been installed
in the Charlottetown Hospital, and a
representative of The Guardian yes-
terday had the pleasure of seging it in
actual operation, by Mr. E. B. May-
bee, of New York, who put it up.
This machine is made by the Wappler
Electrical Manufacturing Company of
New York (of which Mr. Maybee is the
representative), and it has a “6-10 kilo-
watt Interrupterless X-Ray Transfor-
mer,” running on 220 volt 60 cycle al-
ternating current. It is capable of
taking the voltage up from 220 to 150,
000 volts, and X-Ray pictures or radio-
graphs can be taken in the almost in-
conceivable space of one-sixtieth of
a second by the use of a special tim-
ing device. The machine can be used
in floroscopic work for diagnosing such
conditions as heart, stomach and in-
testine. - It can also be used in case
of cancer. It will take almost instant-
aneous photographs of any part of the
human body in one-sixtieth of.a see-
ond. The X-Ray machines here —
that at the Charlottetown Hospital ‘and
the one at the P. E. Island Hospital
are identically the same—are claimed
to be among the best and most power-
ful of some fifty in the Dominion  of
Canada. The Toronto General Hospi-
tal, which is one of the best equipped
institutions in the world, has 4 of
these machines. Dr. W. J. McMillan
is in charge of the one at the Charlot-
tetown Hospital, where, as stated be-
fore, a number of radiographs were
taken yesterday. The operation was
exceedingly Interesting and was wit-
nessed by His Lordship Bishop O’
Leary among others. Drs. McMillan,
Johnson and Conroy  were present.
Three or four persons were “operat-
ed” on. It may be explained that
there is no pain or inconvenience to
the patient, the photograph being tak-
en almost before he realises what is
happening. The first subject dealt
with was a small boy whose shoulder
was dislocated, He was placed on his
stomach on the table, and, immediate-
ly above the affected part, what ap-
peared to the uniformed observer to
be the photographic lens was adjust-
ed. The plate or negative is then plac-
ed under the patient and three elec-
trical wires attached from the machine
to the “lens”. After some preliminari-
es the patient is told to hold his
breath, a switch is turned on, and
a strong yellow light fills the “lens”
for some seconds— the period allotted

L for the particular case—and the oper-

ation is over. The plate is then taken
into an adjoining room and develop-
ed, this —process not occupying
more than a couple of minutes. It
is brought back and placed before a
very strong light and the photograph
is seen perfectly clearly, the fracture
being unmistakable. The machine it-
self is a fascinating thing and one is
struck by its numerous intricacies. It
costs $2,000, and it is gratifying to
know that the experiments yesterday
proved its absolute reliability and use-
fulness. The Charlottetown Hospitals
are to be congratulated on having ac-
quired such magnificent and valuable
additions to two already almirable
ana beneficial institutione.
