PATRIOTISM IN RUSSIA.

(Washington Post.

There will be no more “burgs” ' in
Russia after the war is ended, in the
opinion of Nicholas Alexeew, of Mos-
cow. The changing of the name of
St. Petersburg to Petrograd, was to
get rid of the German ending, Petro-
grad having the same meaning, St.
Peter’'s town.

“There are numerous cities and
small towns in Russia that end in
‘burg,’ "’ said Mr. Alexeew, at the Will-
ard. “These will be changed to con-
form to the Russian form of spelling.
St. Petersburg was objectionable, not
only to the ‘Government, but to the
people, and there was a general de-
mand that the name, which was Ger-
man, should be changed.

“The enthusiasm ip Russia is won-
derful. The people are united in their
patriotism, and there are millions of
able-bodied men ready to enlist when
called. The response to the call to
arms was remarkable. Scores of men
volunteered where half a dozen were
taken. In every town and village the
recruiting officers found themselves
‘overrup with applicants. The duma
that in other times was divided by
political parties is a unit in its sup-
port of the Government. Patriotism
is the dominent sentiment among the
Russians,

“Throughout the nation there is no
other thought than that Russia and
the Allies must overcome Germany.
It is not that Russia wants more ter-
ritory, but she is determined forever
to put an end to German militarism,
The empire now has more terrilory
than any other nation in Europe.
Doubtless the motives of Rusia have
been misconstructed and misrepregen-
ted in many places. That is to be ex-
pected. But that Germany cap con-
quer the legions of the Czar is pre-
posterous. Russia has changed the
name of her national capital. It is
not improbable that the name of Ber-
lin may be changed within a few
months,”
