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A company situated at Welland, Ontario,
the constituency represented in the House of
Commons by the Hon, Humphrey Mitchell, has
been grantedl tariff protection to the ‘tune of
twenty per cent on steel pipes and tubing. The
pre-war tariff on this particular product was
only five per cent. 3

Diesel engines which formerly entered this
country free are now subject to a new twenty-
five per cent duty.

Industrial diamonds are subject to a sub-
stantially higher tariff than heretofore. 3

A careful analysis of the budget, says the
Chronicle, will reveal a subtle and consistent at-
tempt to effect tariff increases on a number of
finished products.

“This is deliberate betrayal not only of poki-
tical commitments at home but of our con-
firmed low tariff policy in external relations as
well,” the Chronicle *declares. “Tt is betrayal
of a sort' which no amount of glossing over by
Mr. Ilsley and his colleagues can hope to con-
ceal from the eyes of the Canadian people and
of the world, It is betrayal of a sort which may
well wreck all hope that may still be entertained
for the success of the forthcoming discussions
on Dominion-Provincial relations. The Mari-
times, for a certainty, will not be prepared for
one moment to do business with a government
at Ottawa which has so clearly demonstrated a
penchant for protection.”

The Chronicle is, of course, in close con-
tact with its provincial party leader, Premier
Angus Macdonald, ‘Mr., Iisley’s  former col-
league in the King Goverrument. Can this edi-
torial blast have been inspired by tfhe Hon.
:Angus? It looks, at any rate, as if a big fam-
ily row is developing among Liberals in our
sister proviuce.

country. Since the Emperor was
restored, two currencies have com-
peted: the old silver dollar and
the East African shilling, which
was introduced by the British
forces. Owing to the searcity of
silver, the big Maria Thresa coin
has tiad a higher bulllon value
than its exchange rate as fixed by
the military and Ethiopian author-
itles; and it was, in fact, the only
freely accepted currency in laige
areas of the country, The new
Ethiopian dollar is given the fixed
rate of exchange of two East Afri-
can shil , and it alone is legal
tender.’
