“L” Train Crash
Injures Many

CHIOCAGO, Oct. 23 — (AP) —
An elevated express train remmed
into the rear of another in a dense
fog today, injuring at least 287 of
the estimated 1,500 loop-bound pas.
sengers packed int¢ both trains.

The impaot deraded both trains
but nearly all cf the injured es-
caped witH outs and bruises and
Jess than & dozen were kept in hos.
pitals. Both trains were so jammed
—a bus strike acding to the normal
load—that only a few were thrown
to the floor,

The crash ocourred at the height
of the moming rush hour at
Street station on the south side

Passengers poured out on to the
crowded platform, jamming stelr-
ways, and firemen had to use hook
and ladder cquipment to remove
the injured from the elevated struc-
ture.
