The church in the thought. of God, de-

shetters man, his physical habitatien,
must grow gradually. The structure
of Grace, the spiritual habitation must
come te him all complete.

This delusion will not disappear until
we learn that the law of development
runs through grace as well as through
nature. We may not be willing to accept
the ground of the evolutionist, that all
life is from a single Isimple germ. From
what we can know we see plainly present
the law of development, In the vegetable
world it is the blade,the ear and the corn.
In the world of sentient being it is the
child, the youth ard the man and so we
provide toys for infancy, object lessons for
childhood and truth for manhood. Our
text clearly recognises this law running
through the Kingdom of Heaven. The
church in the purpose off God, typified in
Jewish national life and realized in Christ.
This is what we might expect, a rational
methodfor saving a rational being. We
will first consider its development in
thought. In the garden while the blight of
sinin fresh and hence keenly felt the
purpose of God is seen in the promise
made to the woman., Here is seen the
seed that sh tll bless all the earth.

When Abraham was called and the
promise made that in him all the nations
of the earth are to be best, the seed is not
only cast into the soil, but indeed begins
to grow.

God
carefully hedzed their people about with
law, institutions, and by special providen-
ces cultivated them as a prealous soil in
which his holy purpose grew and ripened.
