Wilkes. This young stallion with
others was sent to  farm _which
Jewett bought at Cheney, Kansas.
He was a magnificent black stallion
with four white feet, but his chief
bid to fame is that he sired the

at race horse Joe Patchen
01% .

The breeder of Joe Patchen was
Charles Rathbone .of  Peabody,
Kansas, & small- farmer with a very

r farm and buildings. He had a
mare called ~Josephoine Young,
which mated to atchen Wilkes
produced the wonderful cam-
paigner noted above. The building
whg‘h housed the future champion
was of the most primitive sort;
nothing more humble could be
imagined, and no doubt the pas-
ersby little thought that from such
surroundings there would emerge
a king of the race tracks and the
sire of the immortal Dan Patch
1.55%, the fastest horse that ever
lived.

Joe Patchen started his career as
a four-year-old in 1893, and the
next season he became a sensation
and one of the most talked of har-
ness horses in America. In the
ownership of Colonel Taylor and in
the hands of Jack Currie, he took
a record of 2.04, almc/t tieing ‘the
mark for pacing stallions which
was 2.03%. Year after year he con-
tinued racing and in 1896 reached
his peak and took a record of
2.01%. That season he was sold
under the hammer at Chicago for
$20,000— the highest price _ever
paid for a pacer at public sale. A
shoe merchant names C. W. Marks
of Chicago, with plenty of money
and his own jdeas of race horses,
bought him and in 1897 he had no
less than five drivers and the
owner, which made six. But no
matter what changes were made or
who drove him he turned in a
grand performance, either winning
or making the winner do -things in
order to beat him.

He raced all over the United
states from Maine to California,
and as far south as Texas. He lived
until the age of 28, dying in No-
vember, 1917. 1t is sald that where-
ever he raced the crowd with him
due to his superb apvearance and
his bulldog courage. If he won the
ovation almost unrcofed the grand
stand. If he lost it was, “well they
may beat him today but"they can't
do it again next week. In_ 100
starts he was only unplaced three
times. He was a marvel of con-
sistency, a fact which endeared
him to the public. H's follewers
knew that no matter what the
company, the track or the con-
ditions, Joe could be depended upon
to give his very best and give it to
the bitter end,

Big Program As Major

Problems Are Discussed

Plan Establishment Of $35,000 Trust Fund—Resume
Grants To Branches — Alternate Scenes Of Play-
downs — Protection Against Raids By Pro Clubs.

(Canadian Press Staff Writer)
OTTAWA, April 15—Solvency of

the Canadian Amateur Hockey As-
sociation was assured for —some
years today when the annual con-
vention voted to create a trust
fund of $30,000, to be aeplewed only
for Olympic competition and in
lean years.

In a busy day delegates moved
to create the trust fund, granted
Western Canada protection against
raids by prolessional teams, decid-
ed to alternate Allan_and Memorial
Cup games between East and West
and dealt with a aozen other prob-

lems.

‘They decided to resume grants to
brancnes, halted 1n_ aepression
years, brought several classes o«
players undaer an exemption to the
residence cate, decided barring
commercial teams from Alan and
Memorial Cup games and granted
the executive power to cominemor-
ate suitably the Association’s silver
Jubilee next year.

ABLE ADMINISTRATION

The trust fund was made possible
by President Cecil Duncan’s able
direction of the C. A. H. A’s a.-
fairs for two years. The Ottawan
will retire when new officers are
elected tomorrow. His prohable
successor is Dr. W. G. Hardy of Ed-
monton.

When Duncan tcok office the As-
sociation had cnly $4,000 in assets
after four disastrous years in which
deficits totalled $48,934. This cut
heavily into huge reserves the As-
sociation had built up in previous
prosperous_years. But during two
years of Duncan’s administration
the C. A. H. A. returned to its for-
‘mer aff.uence.

Its assets at March 1 totalled
$29,772 and to this will be added
17,000 taken in preliminary play-
of. games and receipts from the
Allan and Memorial Cup finals not
yet received. When all the money
is in the Association is expected to
have ,000.

From this will be taken the $35,-
000 that is to form the trust fund.
Stringent regulations will protect
it. If the Association finds 1t nec-
essary to borrow from the fund,
which is to be administered by an
investment trust company, it will
have to be done by a three-quart-
ers vote of an annual meeting. Ex-
penses of C. A. H. A. officials will
be cut until the loan is repaid.
