British Leaders

Make Ready For April Disorders.

(As:ociated Press)

JERUSALEM, March 1—Nation-
alist leaders here  predict Fawal
Bey Kaukji, labelled “Public En-
emy No. 1” by British troops dur-
ing the 1936 riots, will return to
Palestine as. “commander-in-chief
of the Arab army” and that guer-
illa warfare will be resumed in-a
few weeks.

Opinion generally is that rioting
will break out again about April 1
with the end of the orange export-
ing season., Both Hebrew and Arab
newspapers point to the growing
frequency of shooting:, holdups,
bombi and assassinati as an
Indication of renewed Arab war-
fare against Great Britain and the
Jewish national home project be-
ing established under Britain's
mandate for the League of Nat-
ions.

Fawzi gave up a commission in
the Iraq army to lead the insur
gent forces-in Palestine last year.
Recent reports from Bgghdad said
the new Iraq government had ask-
ed him to leave Baghded because
the demonstrattons excited by his
presence there had brought pro-
tests from Great Britain, He how
is sald to be in Kirkuk.

“We will welcome him back,”
one nationalist leader said, “if only
for the enthusia'm his return will
arouse among the young national-
ists who worship him as a hero
and a patriot.

SPANISH MINE

Eden Hints At Renew-

al Of Efforts To'
Bring Peace In Civil
War.

LONDON, March 1—(AP)—Float-
ing mines crippled another foreign
ship off Spain today while official
British pronouncements hinted at
certain renewal of attempts to bring
Spanish peace.

The sricken ship—third to be
menaced by mines in shiplanes off
Spain’s east coast within five days
—was the French ireighter Marie
Therese le Borgne.

She made port at Palamos, Spain,
but shipping circles showed alarm.
The place where she hit the mine
was near the spot where the British
liner Llandcvery Castle was dam-
aged similarly last week. More=-
over, the French transport Scbaa
‘reported she narrowly had avoided
a mine off Barcelona.

Hope for new international efforts
to find a peaceful solution of the
Spanish war. now 7 1-2 months old,
was buoyed by Foreign _Secretary
Eden's declaration to Ccmmons
that thé Government had proposals
for halting the war ‘“constantly in
mind.” !

Auhoritative sources sa'd they be-
lieved Eden was considering  new
mediation attempts if and when
the European Neutrality Commit-
tee’s arms-and-men embargo shuts
off foreign interference in Spain.

The For J;n Secretary’s assuran-
ces that “every effort will be made”
to make the Committee’s embargd
“gg effective as possible” came as he
prepared to send the first ccnting-
ent of 130 British observers o Por-
tugal to check up on the Lisbon
Government's compliance with the
agreement.

But much remains to be done be-
fore the land and sea patrol of
Spain and Portugal becomes effec-
tive, well jnformed quarters dec'ar-
ed. International diplomats ac-
knowledged that the control plan,
bp which® the Neutrality Cemmit-
tee hopes to localize the Spanish
struggle, could not be fully opera-
tive by next Saturday midnight, the
date originally set.

Seeking to hasten completion of
the complicated details, the Non-

OTTAWA, March 1—Pensions for
the blind and legislation to streng-
then and invigorate the Govern-
ment’s fight against illegal com-
bines were two measures pushed
forward with general support and
enthusiasm in the House of Com-
mons today.
