If milady would keep her skin fine
in texture, she must never allow the
dirt and make-up of the day to re-
main on overnight for even *“just
this once.” The best way to cleanse
the face at night if onc has a tend-
ency toward enlarged pores is first
to use a cleansing cream to take off
the surface dirt. Then use warm
water and soap to dissolve the em-
bedded grime. To do this, dip a
turkish face cloth into hot water and
lather it thickly with a pure mild
soap. Hold this cloth over the nose,
rubbing the lather gerlly into the
skin. Now rinse the face thoroughly
in clear warm water and gently press
out the blackheads, or “flesh worms,”
as the accumulated oil in the pores is
often called. These blackheads must
not be forced out roughly or the skin
will become bruised and blotchy
After being softened first with the
soap and water they should be press-
ed out very gently with a comedo ex-
tractor or with the fingers covered
with a clean, soft cloth, |

After the removal of the embedded |
dirt, bathe the parts with a warm
boric acid solution for a few minutes.
This is eastly made by dissolving a
heaping teaspoonful of boric acid in
one pint of bolling water, Finally,
apply a mild astringent and allow
this to dry on the skin. The astrin-
gent is very necessary, as this closes
the pores. 1If they are left open the
above treatment is worse than use-
less, but the astringent contracts the
pores and also makes them more ac-
tive 30 that they will carry off the
impurities instead . of becoming en-
Iarged, relaxed and lazy.

The warm witch-hazel compress is
also very helpful in Improving an
olly skin with enlarged facial pores.
This treatment has been described in
this department before but for those
who may have missed seeing it I
shall be very glad to mail a leafflet
describing the treatment to any one
sending  request  accompanied by
stamped, sclf-eddressed envelope for
malling.
