CAIRO, Jan. 14—(AP) A
vast Axis air assault in the
Mediterranean appeared to
be well under way tonight
as German and Italian planes
battled unceasingly at the
British island of Malta,
bombed British communica-
tions across Libya, and at-
tacked Imperial troops at-
tempting to encircle the for-
ces of Lt.-Gen. Erwin Rom-
mel.
