Nicholson was a most esteemed woman
in this community, of a modest®cheer-
ful disposition, ever kind and ready to
help and advise those in need. In the
closer circle of “home” she was a
faithful wife and mother, and the
hearts of the bereaved husband and
family are wrung with grief at the
great loss of one, who was bound to
‘them by the strongest ties of life.

She has seen many years and the
changes wrought by that time. Born in
Scotland, in Oct. 1835, she, when six
years of age, came to this Island, then
for the most part an untilled wilder-
ness, and had to take her share of the
hardships of that early time..

She did not shrink, when the call
came to take that last and  solemn
journey, for she trusted fully in the
atoning merits of her Saviour.

For the past 28 years the departed
had been a member of the Presbyterian
Church of Murray Harbor North.
