Uses of Soda.

Wash soiled tan ooots with strong
soda-water, then ink them. They will
now pohish with ordinary blacking.

A buro caused by a hot iron will cease
to pain almost immediataly if a piece of
sodz, moistened with the tongue,is put
on. A scald or burn, if the skinis
not broxen,can be cured by placing ths
burnt partn strong soda-water.

Boil gressy tins 1n soda-water once a
week, and use hot soda-water for a
greacy sink.

Puata piece of soda the size of a wal-
nut to a tablespoonful of sait into a
basin, and pour cn boiling water.
Aliow dirty sponges 10 stand in this for
a short time. When they will be quite
clean and free from greace. Rinse in
cold water. 3
Dissolve a cupful of seda in a gallon
of water, and leaveina jar mear the
k tchen sink. Into this throw all pieces
of soap and remains of packeis of dry
soap. Dip into the jar, and add to.the
water used for washing and scrubbmng
every dirty paas, eathernwar®, tinware,
woodwork (but not  punt), and for
washing Kkitchen-cloths and dasters.
Comwon washiag soda dissolved in
wa-er until the liquid will take up wo
more is said to be an excellent cure for
warts. Moisten the warts with it, and
let them dry without wiping.

A pinch of carbonate of soda. put in-
to the teapot will increase the strength
of the tea. This applies particularly to
Loadon, wtere the water is hard.
