Enlistment Figure

The Moncton Transcript makes the claim on
behalf of the Province of New Brunswick that
it “leads the Dominion in the percentage of both
voluntary enlistments and in the number called
up for compulsory military training.” Figures
available at the moment, it says, are those for
earlier in the year, but it is believed that there
has been little change in the percentage or in
the relative standings of the various military
districts.

While complimenting New Brunswick on its
showing, it must again be pointed out that Prince
Edward Island’s claim to the greatest number
of enlistments per population still goes unchul-
Ienged.  This Provinee is linked with Nova Sce-
tio in Military District No. 0, which accouns
for the fact that we have never been able to get
official credit for this achievement,

The Breaking Point
The tremendous bombing to which Berlin

has been subjected during the past week is a
reassuring portent: but still it is unwise to con-
clude too hastily that this centre of Nazidom has
been smashed beyond recovery. An exchange
confesses to being confused by the fact that
cities and towns which despatches have told us
have Dbeen smashed to bits, are revisited by
Lombers again and again.  Why, if the reports
of total destruction are accurate? To this a firal
answer will be given only after the war, but it
may be that total destruction is achieved only
when weather and bombing capacity combine
to make possible raid after raid in a short time,
cascading such concentrated death from the
skies that a city falls to rise no more.

It will be noted that Cologne, which has been
bombed more than 100 times, is still being
bombed. The same is true of Bremen, of Mann-
heim, of Ludwigshafen. From time to time the
bombers return to pour fresh destruction upon
these ruined cities. But there are a couple of
exceptions to this rule of repeated bombings,
and they are the two German cities where it
was possible in a matter of days so to repeat
heavy raids that apparently further large-scale
operations have been found unnecessary. They

In the tremendous series of attacks —
two in March, two in April, and the fifth in May
(in that fifth attack Essen received nearly four
times the weight of bombs dropped in the heavi-
est raid on London), and in a sixth in July —
Essen, and Krupps with it, was shattered.
“Bomber Command may have to return to
Essen again to check any attempts at partial re-
construction, but the results of those attacks
were catastrophic.”
Let us hope that the Berlin raids, described as
“the war’s greatest offensive against enemy
morale,” will have the same salutary effect.

An election in the offing! Removal of the
restrictions on dainty little patch pockets which
in pre-war days, gave distinction to ladies’ dresses,
is announced by Mr, J. A. Klein, board admin-
istration of women’s, misses’ and children’s
clothing, who said patch pockets on two-picce
dresses and separate skirts now are permissible.
Mr. Klein also announced the removal of res-
trictions on the widths of hems on children’s
garments to allow manufacturers to put deeper
hems on children's coats, women's, misses’ slips
and on children's dresses, separate skirts and
tunics.  Fuller woollen skirts for children may
also be manufactured. Size 12 woollen skirts
for children may be made with a finished bot-
tom sweep of 75 inches instead of 60 inches,
with maximum allowance of two inches for each
size, These are some of the outcomes of the
Liberal members’ protest in the caucus held at
Ottawa.

Plastic plumbing, for instance, is
definitely in the cards for the fut-
ure, At g plant in Ontario you can
see white crystals being ~ poured
into one end of a machine. It
ccmes out the other enc as water
pipe—a pif)e that is tougher than
steel, as clear as glass, as light as
a feather. This is for warships
now; in peacetime it will ke for
Canadian homes, Lucite, plexi-
glass, plywood, glasg fibres  that
can be spun into fine cloth—war
has proved what can be done with
all these, as with other products
of chemistry. In Sweden, chem-
ists have even succeeded in making
synthetic bcefsteak,
Here in the Marit.mes we should
have a particular in‘erest in these
developments, for we have, ‘in
greater abundance than most re.
