Fresh stains, say the experts,
usually yield better to ammonia
water. The method of removel is
to first dampen the staia with
water, then to hold it over the
fumes uncorked from a bottle of
ammonia water. If the stancd
material is linen, cotton or other
rinsable fabric, you can apply a few
drops of ammonia water diluted
to half strength directly to the
stain. If you use this method, rinse
well afterward.

It the perspiration stain, how-
ever, is of longer standing, spong-
ing with vinegar is a method of
removal, which may yield more
encouraging results,

preferring one child to another than they can
avold oaring more for one friend than another.
Generally this partiality is the result of congen-
jality. A mother may love best the daughter who
is' most like her in tastes and desires. A father
may be drawn closest to the son who shares his.
{nterest in the grocery trade.
But just as often, the thing that makes par-
ents set one child on a pinmacle above the others is its being their
exact opposite and having the qualities that they lack. We have all
witnessed the adoration of a homely mother for a beautiful daughter
and marveled at the lavish way in which a tight-fisted, grim father
paid his playboy son’s debts.

Of course, if a child is born with a strong mind and a philosophi-
cal temperament, he learns to.take the realizatiorr that his father or
mother does not love him the way he or she does his brother or sis-
ter, but it embitters his chilchood and leaves a memory that is sour
in his mouth as long as he lives. But to a sensitive child, the experi-
ence is devastating, and many and many a man and woman are fail-
ures because of the inferiority complex it gave them to know that
their parents loved another better than them.
