Justice of Newfoundland, died Monday

St. John’s The deceased was in the 58th
year of his age, anative of Priace E iward
Island and unmwarried. The famiiy
moved from Charlottetown to the Ancient,
Colony in the early forties. Oune of the
brothers, Philip J. Litt'e, was the first
premier of the Colony under responsible
government, grauted in 1855 and justly
entitled to be called the father of respon-
sible government in Newfoundland.
Joseph Ignatius, was the youngest of the
family of seven brothers and studied law
in the office of his brother Phil p, with
whom he entered int> partnership upon
his being admitted. In law he had a most
successful carczer.- He entered politics
when quite young and was a strong sup-
porter of the Carter and Whiteway gov-
ernments. In November 1882 he was cal-
led to the Bench &s acting Judge, and in
May of the following year received the ap-
p intment of Judge of the Supreme Court,
On the demise of Sir Frederick Carter in
the year 1898 he became Chief Justice of
the Colony, a position he filled with dis-
tinguished honor until his death.

Upon- several occasions he filled the
position of administrator of the govern-
ment, After the great fire which swept
the populous city of St. John’s in July
1892, Chief Justice Little was appointed
president of the rclief commitiee and by
his tact and great enerzy he contributed
largely towards relieving the t riible des-
titution that followed the graat ealamity.
Ia religion he was a Catholic and a
strict adherent t> the doctrines and
practices of that church. He was ofa
mest charitable disposition and his hand
wasknown to be always stretched forth
to relieve the suffering of the poor and
needy. By his demeanour, tolerant
spirit, fairmindedness aad good example
he succeeded in mitigating, if not wholly
removiong, much of the political and sec
tarian strife that arose in the colony.

As a judg2 he was erudit: and upright,
a public spir'ted citizen, and, while upon
all occasions he upheld the dignity of the
high positions he occupied, he was affable
and genial and met everyone in the true
syirit of good fellowship. -
During this summer he purposed spend-*
ing a vacation with a friend in Cape
Br:ton for rest and recreation, but the
old adage was once mor: ver'fied: ‘‘Man
proposes and Gad disposes.”
