Their portion
is disease and disgrace, and as long as they live and wherever thev g0
tae finger of shame will be pointed at them.

Therc was a time, and not so long ago, when what we then called
“fallen women” constituted a class of which we did not even speak to
our young girls, and if anybody had told us then that our teen-age
daugnters would, according to the statistics gathered by the . B. L and
the Social Agencies, form more than one-half of it, we would not only
nave been horrified, we would have been incapable of believing it.

Yet no one can deny that such is the case todav and these girls are
not the sweepings of the slums. A large proportion of them are girls
like the one who wrote this letter, girls from good hcmes, girls from good
families, girls who are being given, at least. a chance at a 80od educa-
ticn, girls who should have made good wives and mothers, .

It is not hard to see how adolescent girls are swept off of their feet
by war hysteria, by the glamor of uniforms and brass buttons and by
the desire for good times. But what one cannot understand is why the
mothers of these girls have not had the intelligence to realize the temp-
tations that were being put in their teen-age girls’ way and the courage
and firmness to deal with it.

For the silly girls, who have the passions of women and the lack of
judgment and sophistication of children, we dare offer up the ultimate
prayer of mercy: “Father, forgive them Theyv know not what they do.”
But no mother who does not know where her teen-age girl is at night
can make that plea for herself. She has defaulted on her job, and she
deserves the punishment she will receive.

And the pity of it is that the girl must also pay
failure to protect her.
