NEW YORK, Sept. 24 —(AP)—
Authors don't always expect to
make money, but publishers us-
ually are in business for love of
lucre as well as literature. Yet I've
just met a different kind of pub-
lisher who says:

“I've never made any money
publishing books, and never even
tried to.” ‘

She is Dorothy Normman, an at-
tractive woman who claims to be
a lot older than she looks. She has
two children, a husband and a
house; ‘'has written several books;
is active in political affairs; makes
speeches; does a thrice-a-week col-
umn for the New York Post;
works a camera. And as the Twice-
a-Year Press, now 10 years old,
she has published 15 books.

Ten are suocessive numbers of
“Twice a Year; A Book of Liter-
ature, the Arts and Civil Liberties.”
The new number, called “Art and
Action,” will be out soon. For it,
as well as all the others, Mrs. Nor-
man read hundreds of manuscripts
submitted during the year. She de-
cided on the ones to print. edited
them, designed the book {tself, and
even sent the word around to bos
stores, for she hasn't any salesman.
One year she even took care of
wrapping the volumes and mall-
ing them,

Famous Europeans

It's a one-woman but many-
author house. “Art and Action,”
as well as the preceding numbers,
is not lke any other collection
in book form. Besides an impres-
sive group of young writers, there
is & remarkable European contin-
gent: Camus, Sartre, Malraux,
Brecht, Silone; and along with
them are political, - legal and
soclological documents of first im-
portance, such as speeches by
George C. Marshall, United States
secretary of state; a proposed
world constitution; and reports of
hearings held by the House of:
Representatives Un-American Af-!
fairs Committee, There are photo- '
graphs by Strand, Brett Weston
and Mrs, Norman.

“To understand is not enough.”
the editor says. When she first
came to New York from Philadel-
phia, she worked for the Civil
Liberties Union.  Acquaintance
with modern art taught her, she
says, that organizational defence
of individuals was not individual-
istic enough. Art got closer to a
man; literature was written not
only by the professional m.enry[
man but also by the dec-tor, law-

yer. judge and statesman.
