At present they are
elected for life; and they not only
sit in the States which make the
jaws .but also in the Royal Court
which interprets them.

When King John set up the is-
Jands’ constitution, his  English
Jawyers didn’t understand the laws
of Jersey and Guenasey. To help
administer justice an English judge
was sent to the islands but his job
was to deckle cases on interpreta-
tions of the laws provided by the
Jurats.
