Quetzalcoatl, the “god of the air,”
whose image wag there under its
pinnacled towers, as the chronicler
says, with ebon features, wearing
a miter on his head, waving with
pulmes of fire.

A resplendent collar was on his
neck made of gold; pendants of
mosaic turquoise were in his ears;
and a curiously painted shield, em-
blem of his reign over the winds,
was in one hand, with a jeweled
gcepter in the other.

Cholula was in those days what
Rome is today. Pilgrimscame there
from hundreds of miles—as to the
Modammedang to Mecca—to bow
down before the temple of Quetbal-
coatl, #n the woly city of Anahuac
(The Artec name for the Valley of
Mexico).

Cortez declared that he counted
four hundred towers in the city
of Cholula; yet no temple had
more than two, and some only one.
High above the rest rose the great
temple on the sacred pyramid with
its never dying fires  spreading
thefr radiance over the lands, with
their promise of the return of the
deity to resume his rule over the
land.

Such were the pyramid and the
city as the Spaniards saw it when
they came, and the people there at
the time knew as litile of the build-
ers of the pyramid as the
Spaniards, or nothing more than is
written here. The temple was
thrown down, as wag the custom
of the conquerors, and a Christian
church was built there that stands
to this day.

The pyramid has the appearan:
ce of a matural hill, as its gides are
overgrown with trees and bushes,
an evidence of its great age. The
interfor is composed of alternate
layers of adobe or sun-dried brick,
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worms were cut in two, still show-
ed the ability to distinguish be-
tween the safe and the unpleasant
road to travel, showing that the
carthworm remembers in every one
of his ganglions, and is able
learn and profit by experience.

From the balconieg of
the church the many churches with
their glazed tile towers and the
town are seen, making a superb
view,

of a
mighty native nation to a town of
less than 5,000 people. The market-
place, Tianquiz, is still called by
its ancient name, .
Near the plaza are the ruing of
the abandoned monastery of San
Francisco, founded in 1629, The
church on this spot, called San
Babriel, was founded in 1604; it
has a very handsome altar of
expensive adornment.

Near by, and adjoining the walls,
is the Royal Chapel and Tercer
Orden, whose roof of domes s
supported by sixty-four round
columns. This church was  built
in 1608 for 'overflow meetings.There
are twenty-seven other churches in
Cholula, and from the pyramid
thirty more can be counted.
