KEEP APPLES EASILY BY

BURY.
ING IN PIT :

One of the most sup'cessful  ways
of keeping apples is to pit or bury
the fruit during 'the ilate fall, ac-
scrding to horticulturists at the  Ohio
Experimental Staticn. It is necessary
o’prevent premature ripening as much
28 possible  before  burying the
apples, and for this reason it is best
to defer picking until the fruit begins
to drop. %

The most succegsful ay of making
a pit is to select a welMdrained spot
anq make an excavation 8 to 10 inches
ieep. The apples are placed in this
bit and covered with straw as thc
weather gets colder. Not until the
temperature falls to about 20 degrees
is it necessary to cover the heap witl:
drt. At this time 3 or 4 inches of dirt
.and another layer of straw protects
the apples from heavy freezing and
the last covering of dirt is applied
when the extremely cold weather be
gins. The pit does not need ventila
tion.

Dayis and Russet, keep hest in a pit

and their quality is  improved b

PREVENTING MOTTLED BUTTER.

Mottles are caused primarily by an
uneven distribution of salt in the but-
ter. This may be produced by insuf-
ficient working of the butter or by
churning, washing, ‘and working it at
a very low temperature, or by wash-
ing or working it at a temperature
several degrees higher or lower than
the churning temperature,

When the _quantity of butter made
in one churning is much less than
usual, it is necessary to work it a
greater number of revolutions of the
churn than usual in order to pro-
duce the same results on\the butter.

Extremely low temperature of chuft-
ning, washing, and working should be
avoided, because they produce so firm
& butter that it is only with great dif-
ficulty that the salt can be worked uni-
Yormly into it. High temperatures of'
churning, washing, and working must
also be avoided to prevent an4 abnor-

mal loss of fat in the buttermilk and |

HOW TO TELL YOUR
BEST LAYERS.

Everytne knows that some hens lay
much hetter than - others, but not
everybody who keeps hens has the
time or equipment to figure out the
exact difference between a good layer
and a poor one. Professor M, C.
Herner, head of the Poultry Depart-
ment, Manitoba Agricultural College,
has some very startling figures in
this connection as a result of using
trap nests and keeping .careful rec-
ords. .In one season, out of 325 pul-
lets there were a hundred that laid
over 100 eggs. Of these there were
25 that laid over 175 ahd four that
laid over 200. Of the remaining hens
that laid less than 100 eggs, there
were some that laid only three.
There were even two that did not
lay any eggs ‘at all,

Now, a poor layer eats just ag muchg
or nearly as much as a good hen and
takes up as much room and gives as
much trouble. It is obvious that if
You are keeping hens at all, it pays to
keep the kind that will lay well.
