Breeding stock should be well ma-
tured, especially the females. Good
yearlng birds are preferable to an;’
other age, Well developed cocke'!
may be used to advantage, but shou
1d be bred:on mature females. Avoid

and also the use of females which are
cver standard weight, as they frequ-
ently bresk many of the eggs at hat-
ching time,

Feeds for turkeys should be made

1d shrunken grains be used or grain
that has become moulded or heated
in any way. Avoid overfeeding, as
much loss in turkey raising is by di-
gestive disorders. Suitable grains ere
oats, cracked corn, wheat, barley or
buckwheat, Varlety is recomended.
Mashes of the above grains can be
used and should be fed in self-feed-
ing hoppers, so that the birds can
help themselves. Feed the grains and
mashes from hoppers or troughs and
avold allowing the turkeys to eat
their food from the ground, as this is
@ frequent source of contamination.
Poultd should be fed in much the
same way as baby chicks, and like
the mature birds should be fed reg-
ularly and in this way avoid the pos-
sibility of the birds overfeeding. Good
mashes, finely ground, fed in the dry
state are recommended in a com-
mercial way. The feeding of finely
chopped’ hard bolled egg and stale
bread crumbs for the first few days
is highly recommemded.

Young turkeys may be hatohed
naturally or in incubators, and brood-
ing may be carried on in either the
natural or the artficial method.
Protection should be afforded the
young birds until they are at least
two weeks old, after which time they
may be allowed more freedom.

The turkey is, strictly speaking, &
farmer's fowl, and cannot be success-
fully reared in close oconfinement.
While it is possible to keep poults
in a small space and still make rapid
growth, cheap gains are only possi-
ble on free range. Where the turkeys
can roam over meadows, pastures or
ded areas an llent opportun-
ity for cheap gains is assured, and
since the turkeys do little damage to
