As a climax to his sensational
work, he topped Zas Zabowskl,
Halifax professional for the Open
crown also to make it a double
triumph, a triumph that has been
seldom achieved in the annals of
New Brunswick-P.EI. golf assoc-
iation play.
Acting as If there were ice wa-
ter in his velns, Dowling started
off his clinching rounds by match-
ing par for the first three holes;
he took one over on the fourth
but after again equalling par on
the fifth was back on even foot-
ing with a birdle on the sixth. On
the seventh and elghth he ran
into difficulties as he went two
strokes over but gambling with a
wood shot on the ninth when lay-
ing in the rough, he shot the hole
in par to card a 37 for the first
nine,

SHOWS TOP FORM

On the incoming nine he was
waster of every situation. On the
12th he took one over when his
long putt rimmed the cup; he
stroked the next three in par and
/was back on even tenms with par
when he sank a birdie on the
tough seventeenth and wound up
his display by hitting par on the
elghteenth, Dowling might have
been one under for the nine holes
but on the sixteenth his shot
again rimmed the cup robbing
him of another birdie.

Steadiness was the big factor in
Dowling’s twin victory. Several
times he found himself in trouble
as he went into the rough or a
sand trap but always he came out
with sparkling shots that usually
saw him winding up with par for
the hole he was shooting. But
while Dowling’s performance was
the -highlight of the tournament
as far as actual scoring was con-
cerned, yesterday he had to take
second place to L.E. Beatty of the
Woodstock Club, Beatty, who had
finished eighth In the first two
days and missed the champlon-
ship flight really came into his
own yesterday as he blazed over
the eighteen holes with a 73, one
above par to grab the runner-up
spot from G.J. Campbell of the
Algonquin Olub, Campbell who
soared to an 89 yesterday dropped
back to seventh place with “Pud”
Beer moving up to third, Eddie
Crowell, former Nova Scotla cham-
plon and who also shot some great
golf yesterday was fourth with
Pete Kelly fifth and Art McKen-
zie, another Charlottetown Club
member moving into sixth place.

A cold cross-wind made condl-
tlons anything but ideal yesterday
with but half a dozen amateurs
able to get In under the 80’s but
nevertheless some brilllant shot
making was witnessed by the large
crowd that followed the golfers
around.
