THE NEW RESERVE

FLEET 1S 1N BEING

LoNDoN, January 16.—The new Reserve
Fleet of over one hundred vessels was
constituted last week at Portsmouth,
Devonport and Chatham—an event which
marks the second stage of the new regime
inaugurated since Sir John Fisher became
Senior Naval Lord of the admiralty. y

The British.Navy now consists of two
divisions—the fleet in - commission at sen

Jand the fleet in commission In reserve.

The importance of the new fleet is that:
it is in commission—that is, the ships are
manned and kept in working order, with
stores on boards, ready to go to sea at
short notice, whereas the old fleet reserve
ships were out of commission, and lay
empty and inactive i dock and basin.

Orders have just been isstied by the
Commander-in Chief that the battle-
ships Albemarle (Rear Admiral Sir R.
Poore), Cornwallis, Duncan, and Mont-
ague are to be transferred early in Feb-
ruary next to the Channel fléet for per-
manent, service in that tleet. ‘These four
battleships will probably start on a short
cruise to Argostoli early in January,
returning to Malta to coal before pro-
ceeding to England. This will reduce the
Mediterranean Squadron to elght battle-
ships its complement under the new
scheme.

The battleship Alexandra, built twenty-
nine years-ago at a cest of £833,915 has
been struck out ef the royal navy as non-

effective.

Wholly

The British Charges and the Russian Reply Set

Her Fleet Was Attack-

ed by Torpedo Boats, Which ‘Britain

Denies.

Pari1s, Jan, 20.—(Special.)—The prinei-
pal charges in the British statement Le-
fore arbitration on the Dogger Bank af-
fair are that there were no warships what-
ever in the neighborhood of the British
fishing fleet excepting the vessels of Rus-
sia,n navy and-none had been seen for a
long time previous.

None of the fishing boats carried any
madterial of war, no Japanese ships were
then in the North Sea nor were any Jap-
anese on the fishing vessels,

The Russian fire continued after their

i] searchlights showed that the vessels were

peaceful, None of the Russian ships gave
or offered assistance,

The Russian fire killed two, wounded
five, sank one boat and damaged flve
others,

The attapk was without provication and

.} was upon boats pursuing their righttul

avocation.
Russia’s reply states that at midnight

two snuu sboats, rcoognlzed as torpe
boats, approlched atigreat speed the flag-
ship Suvaroff and that thereupon the
battleships opened fire.

Thereafter numbers of small fishing
boats, not showing the required lights
were observed and precautionary mea-
sures were adopted.

A feeling of danger upon the battle
ships obliged the continuance of the fire
despite the evident risks of hitting not
only the fishery boats but also the ships
of the fleet.

Meantime the two torpedo boats drew
off and disappeared. Fearing that the fish«
ing boats were dumaged yet not being cer-
tain that all danger was over,Admiral Ro+
Jestvensky considered it indispensible for
the entire fleet to proceed without de«
lay,

Despite the danger to the fishing boats
Rojestvensky was compelled to adopt
every means to destroy torpedo craft.

SHERIFF ABUSED

WINDSOR, Vt,, Jan. 16,—Upon one of
the kindest hearted men in Vermont
Sheriff Henry H. Peck, is to devolve the

k of hanging Mrs. Rogers on Feb. 3 for
he murder of her husband, Marcus
Rogers. ‘In his mail every day the Sheriff
receives letters from unknown ocorres-
pondents who criticise him personally
and demand his resignation. Here are
three sample specimens from Sheriff
Peck’s mail :—

“Peck—When you murder that poor
woman on Feb, 3 I hope the Lord will
strike you dead. I think you are doing a
worse crime than she did, Hope she will
baunt you all the rest of your life, blood-
thirsty hangman ! My best wishes is
that you will never live to see that day.
1 hope the devil will never have his own
till he gets you in hell—Peck, the hang-
man !”

Another letter written in red ink and
bearing the Greek Celta flanked by
drawn swords and burning torch says:

“You who destroy a human body by
law of men with a purpose may receive
just punishment for your part in the
killing of a petson by law for hire; to
receive money or other property, favors
or other compensation on earth or after
death to your body. Thou shalt not kill a
human person except in actual defence.
If any person shalt violate the law may
the curse of God and God's and the
Supreme Spirit follow and eurse, dispise
and effect them in material things till
they know, realize that they were
murderers of a human body or bodies.

This letter was postmarked Boston and
the signature was “Delta” in the Greek
létter.

A third communication received by the
Sheriff on Saturday came from Provi-
dence, R. I, and was more rational. It
read :—

¢“Dear Sir—I judge you are compara-
tively a young man. Remember, if you
spring the trap that lets Mrs. Rogers fell
to her death it will remain fresh in ycur
mind so long as you live.JliThen wherever
you are known as you pass along the
street, people will say : “There goes the
man who killed Mrs. Rogers.

“Ah! you will be thought better of to
resign your commission, Then do that
duty and leave this job for the more
heartless Legislature of the State of Ver-
mont, who say, ‘we will have Mrs, Rogers
murdered, for it is only legal murder to
kill her,’ I sign myself, one who does not
believe in killing mortals, only in self-de-
fence.”

Mrs, Rogers has confessed bher guilt of
the murder to Prison Chaplain Fuller,
and he is satisfied that her frequent pleas
to a'Higher Power for mercy are sincere.

“I know,', said Chaplain Fuller, “that
a lot of lies has been published about
Mary Rogers. She has been held up as a
mental and moral pervert and degener-
ate. Iam ready tostand up and say that
she is neither, She is a poor unfortunate
of a class from which society shrinks and
holds out no helping hand. Sheis open
to good influences and has shown it by
her awakened interesv in the Bible and
religious consolation which has only

dawned upon her sinee her imprisonment.
