Muffins Work Magic
At Breakfast

TASTY DISHES FOR MORNING
MEAL ARE EASILY PRE-
PARED

Morning hardly seems to be the
proper time to perform magic, does
it? Usually wonders of the mys-
tic are accomplished in the mid-
dle of the night by the dim light
of the fire flies, the moon and the
stars. But muffin magic works
better when inquisitive - morning
glories peep in at your kitchen win-
dow to see what you are making
for breakfast.

Muffin magic is very easy! The
batter is taken from the refrigera-
tor where the cool temperatures
have retarded the action of the
leavenings during the night. With
a few deft turns of the hand, the
batter is placed in buttered mutfin
pans. Then into the oven they
g0. - ‘The best part of magic, how-
ever, is not the preliminary per-
formance of the artist, but what
comes out of the hat” Sometimes
it is a fluffy white bunny, - some-
times it is a squealing pig. In this
case when the oven door is open-
ed, & pan of golden brown muffins
greets the hungry audience.

The art is very simple when you
have a refrigerator and the results
will make you famous as the per-
fect breakfast hostess. A plate of
hot crusty muffins will complete
any breakfast which you are plan-
ning, whether it be one in the sun
outside of your cottage by the lake
or breakfast luncheon for your late
rising guests or just a breakfast
for the family.
1-4 cup sugar
1-4 cup shortening
1 egg
2 cups flour
1-2 teaspoon saalt
4 teaspoons baking powder
1 cup milk
Cream the sugar and the short-
ening and add the well beaten egg
8ift the dry. ingredients together
add to the first mixture alternative
ly with the milk.  Bake in well
greased muffin pans in a hot oven
(125 degrees F.) for fifteen to 20
minutes.
Yield, 9 muffins.
Banana Muffins
2 tablespoons shortening
1-4 cup suga=
1 egg (well .beaten)
1 cup milk
1 1-4 cups bran flakes
1 1-4 cups flour
2 teaspoons baking powder
1-2 teaspoon salt
1-2 cup chopped banana
Cream the shortening and sugar
and add egg, milk and bran flakes
Sift flour with baking powder and
salt and add the banana. Add to
first mixture and sttr only until
flour diappears. Bake in greased
muffin tins in a moderate oven
(400 degrees ¥.) for 20-25 minutes
Yield, 16 small muffins of 8 very
large muffins.
Bran Muffins
2 tablespoons shortening
1-4 cup sugar
1 egg well beaten
1 cup sour milk
1 cup all bran
1 cup flour
1 teaspoon baking powder
1-2 teaspoon soda

© 1-2 teaspoon salt
Cream the sugar and shortening
add egg and sour milk. Add all
bran and let soak until most of
the moisture is taken up. Sift the
flour with baking powder, soda and
salt and add to the first mixture.
Stir only until flour disappears.
