The fact that the MacMillan Government
“stood ‘firmly by-the teachers-in 1933 was used
against it in the 1935 campaign, as was the ex?
peénditure incurred in rebuilding Prince of Wales
College and Falconwood Hospital. Today we
hear’ nothing about reducing teachers’ salaries,
and very little about the cost of Prince of Wales
College and Falconwood Hospital, with the ex-
ception of the cost of the Falconwood plans
which could be purchased three times over for
the extra cost incurred by the Campbell Gov-
ernment in running the institution.
