GENERAL WAR SUMMARY

Teutonic Forces Still Advancing in Roumania,
Germans Succeeded in Entering a French Trenech
on Verdun Front. ‘

issued today Teuton forces, 3,600 men
strong, launched an attack on the
Russiap lines.  The battle continued
until evening when the engagemen!
slackened. In the sector of Rim
nik Sarat Boldu all attacks on the in-
vaders were repulsed by the Rus
The statement reads. On
the Roumanian front the enemy at
tacked Roumanians on the front north
and south of the river Kasine, near
the Roumanian frontiér, west of Go
vesha and pressed them back on the
vesta to the eastward. In'the region
of Kioshdani and Koetomira, 315
verts respectively north of Rimnik
and Sarat battles are proceeding. All
attacks have been beaten back by
the Rcumanians. Rpumanian and our
own detachments which have. occu
pied positions on the left bank of the
river Rimnik gallantly repulsed with
counter attacks all enemy attacks. Al
attacks on the sector from the rail
way near Rimnik Sarat to  Boldu,
sputheast of Rimnik Sarat were re
pulsed. The enemy was oyerthrown
by our energetic counter attacks. In
‘he course of the day the enemy, about
two divisions strong, continued at:
‘acks in the direction of Amara Sta
ion, ten versts to the south of Boldu
loward evening the battle slackened.
Near Filiteosti station an enemy at
tack was repelled by us. BElsewhere
there were artillery attacks. In
Dobrudja along the whole front the
anemy conducted attacks against our
patrol guards.
PARIS REPORT.

Between
the Aisne and the Oise our artillery
carried out a destructive bombard:
ment on German organizations in the
region of Quenne Vieres. Our pat-
rol trenches which had been badly
shattered had been evacuated by the
Germans., On the left bank of the
Meuse the enemy violently bombard
ed in the cpurse of the afternoon ow
positions between the Meuse and Avo
court.
