ALLIED AGREEMENT
NOW WITH SWEDEN

Allies to Secure Service of Swedish Ships.
Provision Made for Granting Credits to Allies

in Sweden.

(Special to tne Guardian)

LONDON, June 18.—Far months
past negotiations have been in pro-
gress in London between representa-
tives of the Allied governments in-
cluding the United States, 'and: ra
presentatives of the Swedish goyern-
ment, The negotiations are now com-
pleted, and an agreement between the
Allies and Sweden is signed and rati-
fied by the Swedish government.
Provision is made for Allies to se-
cure the services of Swedish ship-
ping to the extent of thousands of
tons of deadweight. The agreement

also provides for the granting of cre-
dits to the Allies in Sweden, and
regulates the export of Swedish iron
ore as between the belligerent group.

The import of Swedish paper pulp
to this country is also arranged, The
Allies, -on their part, undertake to
facilitate the importation into Swe-
den of stipulated quantities of food-
stuffs and commodities required for
Sweden’s trade industries, subject to
control, and guarantee against re-
export either of the imported articles
themselves of any of their products
or articles of a similar character.
