'Empire Work With
Insect Parasites

Dr. W. R. Thcmpscn,  Assis’ant
Director, Imper.al Institute of Ento-
mology and Superintendent of the
Inzect Parasite Labcratory, Farnham
Royal, Buckingham-h're, England
has been transferred to Belleville,
Cntario, to cont‘nue the work o. the
laboratory., He will have at his dis-
posal in Bellevil'e the facilities of
the Dominion Insect Pr-asite Lebor-
atory, which incidentally is th~ larg-
esh and best equioped institution of
its kind in the world.

The reason for Dr. Thompson's
tranefer is that since the oc-upation
of several Buropean countries by
Germany, it has become impossibl2
to collect insect parasites for prop-
agotion and distribution to Empire
Ccuntries. Canada and the United
S'ates offer opporiunities fc the
collection of new species of par sitng
which will enable h‘'m to cont‘nue
work similar to that wh.ch hc has
been doing for many years at Farn.
ham Royal. His work at Bell-ville
will be carried on for th> benefit of
a'l parts of the Br'tish Empire, as it
was at Farnkam Royal.

Replacement
calile continue in keen demand
and stroug prices are being paid
for suitable kinds, A good measure
of support was lent to the trade
this week by demand for cattle for
shipment to the United States. Ex-
ports in that - directicn were the
heaviest for some weeks at 4855,
Calves were also strong sellers, o}-
though price changes  were few.

The general steer trade ruled
strong to 23c¢ higher with the bet-
ter graces earning  $7 to $7.75.

Edmonton, likewise, was brislx{)
and fully steady with a practical
top of $7.50 on steers.
