Brahms, the elder, had followed a
musical career and Johannes Brahms'
born in Hamburg in 1833, early
showed musical ability. He received
plano instruction from Marxsen,
one of the foremost contrapuntists
in Germany, and under him Brahms
became a master of counterpoint,
Because of the reyolution in
Hungary in 1848 Brahms met Rem-
enyl, the Hungarian violinist and
became his accompanist and through
him and his friends met Schumann
whose championship was the foun-
dation of his fame. This recogni-
tion and support of Brahms by
Schumann and its effects on the
history of music cannot be over-
estimated. Brahms was very for-
tunate in his teachers and in his
friends.

After 1860 Brahms sctiled per-
manently in Vienna and devoted
himself to composition.
