successively Chancellor and Prime
Minister of Austro-Hungary and a devot~
ed supporter of Francis Joseph, King
Humbert of Italy shortly before his death
granted an amnesty to more than a
thousand prisoners who had taken paxt
in nrevolt in the big Italian cities.
Nupo.eon the Third grunted an amnesty
to all political offeuders after his vicler-
ious Italian campaignfof 159. These are
wholesome precedents for the Czar.
